Bill Summary:  This bill authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a Declaration of Restrictive Covenants, and other necessary documents, allowing the City to satisfy the requirements of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and the Environmental Protection Agency for real property known as the Coleman Evans Superfund Site.
Background Information:  The legislation states that the Declaration will serve to limit the future land use to compatible purposes at the site by preventing disturbance of subsurface waste soil and limiting use to commercial use, including use as a park.  The site encompasses an 11-acre former wood preserving facility that was located at 101 Celery Avenue South in Whitehouse, and it also includes 3 other nearby parcels that have been impacted by releases from the site.  City ownership was obtained through tax default.
