WHEREAS, the members shall serve for the initial term until December 31, 2011, as Ordinance 2009-317-E limits the existence of the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force stating that the Task Forces shall sunset December 31, 2011, unless further action by Council is taken;  now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of John Finotti, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force, in accordance with Ordinance 2009-317-E, for a first full term expiring December 31, 2011.  John Finotti has substantial experience in marketing and advertising that provides a unique and substantial insight into foreclosure prevention, assistance and relief.

Section 2.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
