Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Chip Parker to the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force, for a term ending December 31, 2011.

Background Information: Ordinance 2009-317-E, enacted May 26, 2009, created the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force with at least nine members appointed by the Mayor and approved by Council.  Mr. Parker received a law degree from Stetson University and is a managing shareholder with Parker & DuFresne, P.A.  He resides in St. Johns County.
NOTE: Section 50.102 authorizes the appointment of non-resident appointees which maintain a substantial economic business interest or substantial philanthropic interest as determined by the City Council within Duval County.  This bill may need to be amended to reflect that Mr. Parker is not a Duval County resident and to state his qualifying substantial economic business interest or substantial philanthropic interest.
