A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT OF JOHN HIRABAYASHI AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE FORECLOSURE TASK FORCE, PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2009-317-E, SECTION 7, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM TO EXPIRE DECEMBER 31, 2011; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force was created in Ordinance 2009-317-E whose purpose is to make recommendations to the Mayor, the City Council and the Neighborhoods Department for action in preventing foreclosure and providing assistance and relief to those facing or subjected to foreclosure; and
WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force shall be   composed of no less than nine members who shall be appointed by the Mayor, and approved by Council; and 

WHEREAS, members of the task force shall have substantial experience in banking, consumer law, marketing, advertising, housing, credit counseling, social service, academia or other fields of endeavor that provide a unique and substantial insight into foreclosure prevention, assistance and relief; and

WHEREAS, the members shall serve for the initial term until December 31, 2011, as Ordinance 2009-317-E limits the existence of the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force stating that the Task Forces shall sunset December 31, 2011, unless further action by Council is taken;  now therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of John Hirabayashi to the Jacksonville Foreclosure Task Force, in accordance with Ordinance 2009-317-E, for a first full term expiring December 31, 2011. John Hirabayashi has substantial experience in banking that provides a unique and substantial insight into foreclosure prevention, assistance and relief.  Since 1996 to date, John Hirabayashi has served as the President/ CEO for the Community First Credit Union, with his principal place of business at 637 North Lee Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202. The Council finds that Mr. Hirabayashi’s contacts with Duval County satisfies the requirements the he maintains a substantial economic business interest or substantial philanthropic interest as determined by the City Council within Duval County.

Section 2.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
