A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING OFFICER LONNIE C. MILLER, JR. ON HIS 34 YEARS OF DEDICATED SERVICE WITH THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Jacksonville is fortunate in having a Sheriff’s Office whose officers are first-rate in their training, dedication and positive contributions to our City and its numerous neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS,
throughout his 34 year career in the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, Officer  Lonnie C. Miller, Jr. epitomized the very best in Jacksonville’s finest by his professionalism and a commitment to excellence that earned him numerous commendations and citations; and

WHEREAS,
a Jacksonville native, Officer Miller pursued a professional path first ventured by his namesake, a fallen hero of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office; and
WHEREAS,
after graduating from Ribault High School, Officer Miller was appointed as a bailiff in 1975, became a corrections officer in 1979 and was promoted to Police Officer in September 1980, earning an Associate’s Degree from Florida Community College at Jacksonville along the way; and
WHEREAS,
a key component to Officer Miller’s successful career in law enforcement and an attribute that has served Jacksonville residents well has been Officer Miller’s all-encompassing knowledge of the communities that he serves, knowing the neighborhoods, the young people and their parents; and
WHEREAS,
through his dedicated work, whether with the Boys and Girls Club NFL-YET program or as a leader in the Fraternal Order of Police, Officer Miller’s tour of duty truly exemplified the professionalism and faithful service that we have come to expect from the law enforcement officers of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office and we honor and commend the 34 years that he has given the citizens of Jacksonville; now therefore
