RESOLUTION 2009-610-A
A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING THAT THE NEIGHBORHOOD HOUSING COUNSELING CENTER, SPONSORED BY WAR ON POVERTY - FLORIDA, INC., IS CONSISTENT WITH LOCAL PLANS AND REGULATIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, War on Poverty – Florida, Inc., is a Florida not-for-profit corporation as described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto, located at 5196 Norwood Avenue, Suite A, Jacksonville, Florida, 32208, in Council District 7, near the border of Council District 8; and

WHEREAS, War on Poverty – Florida, Inc., is committed to the revitalization of minority communities in Florida and through work in targeted Florida communities, endeavors to help reduce poverty and racial inequality, close the wealth gap and ensure minority voices are heard in major policy debates; and

WHEREAS, War on Poverty – Florida, Inc., seeks to establish a hub for homebuyer and financial education resources and services, including housing and foreclosure counseling for residents of low to moderate income communities, homeownership preservation clinics, auto buying workshops and paying for cars, college and savings workshops (Project); and 

WHEREAS, the Project is consistent with the City’s 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as stated in Exhibit 2 attached hereto; and

Whereas, Chapter 220, Florida Statutes, provides tax credits, such as the community contribution tax credit, as set forth in Section 220.183, Florida Statutes, as an incentive to improve housing and job-development opportunities; and

WHEREAS, applicants must submit a certification by their local government that a project is consistent with local plans and regulations as part of the application for credits under Section 220.183, Florida Statutes; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Project Compliance.  The Project, consisting of a Neighborhood Housing Counseling Center will comply with all local plans and regulations of the City of Jacksonville.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Dear Ms. Landry:

Thank you for your inquiry with the City of Jacksonville. Per your request, the
City of Jacksonvile, Planning and Development Department reviewed the
proposed War on Poverty-Florida Neighborhood Housing Counseling Center
project, as described in your letter dated June 18, 2009, for consistency with

local plans and regulations, including the City of Jacksonville 2010
Comprehensive Plan.

The description provided in your June 18, 2009 letter indicates that the project
will serve as a hub for homebuyer and financial education resources and
services including, housing and foreclosure counseling for residents of low to
moderate income communities, homeownership preservation clinics, auto buying
workshops and paying for cars, college and savings workshops. The center will
be located in an Enterprise Zone with a target population of low to moderate
income individuals earning 30-120% of area median income, including those with
disabilities, senior citizens, and those who are unbanked.

The proposed project is consistent with City of Jacksonville plans, regulations
and the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, including the following 2010 Comprehensive
Plan Housing Element policies:

Policy 1.3.2 The City shall facilitate the availability of housing for low and
moderate income families in FY 98-99 by:

a) Increasing home ownership for low and moderate income families;

b) renovating existing dwelling units for affordable rental units;

c) and building new affordable rental units
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Policy 1.7.2 The Housing Services Division, and non profit agencies shall
continue to provide assistance for homes owned by elderly residents so they can
remain in their homes.

Policy 1.7.7 The Non profit organizations, assisted by the Community
Development Division, Housing Services Division and other appropriate agencies
shall continue to provide social services that will help enable those low income
families who wish to do so to become responsible homeowners, and provide
services to the frail, elderly, and handicapped persons to maintain them in their
homes.
