Bill Summary: This ordinance honors and memorializes the Honorable States Senator James E. “Jim” King; renames Sister’s Creek Marina Boat Ramp located at 8203 Heckscher Drive in Council District 11, to “Jim King Park and Boat Ramp at Sister’s Creek.
Background:  Senator Jim King passed away July 26, 2009.  He had served with distinction in the Florida Legislature since 1986, serving in the Florida House of Representatives for 12 years (Majority Leader); served in the Florida Senate from 1999 through 2009, serving as Majority Leader from 2000-2002 and as President of the Senate from 2002 through 2004.  He oversaw and guided significant legislation that benefited Jacksonville, and the State of Florida, as a whole.  He provided considerable leadership and energy to the efforts to improve the health and enhance the vitality of the St. Johns River.  His was a widely respected voice on the Jacksonville Waterways Commission.  The Sisters Creek Marina Boat Ramp was developed with the legislative leadership of Senator King; for more than 25 years, Senator King was the emcee at the annual Greater Jacksonville Kingfish Tournament.  This legislation changes the name of the marina and boat ramp to honor Senator King.
