Bill Summary: The bill adopts a remedial amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and ratifies a final order of the Florida Administrative Commission relating to a 2007 change in the land use designation for a parcel of property on Atlantic Boulevard at the Intracoastal Waterway that was subsequently challenged by the Florida Department of Community Affairs as not being in compliance with the City’s Comp Plan.  Conditions are adopted into the future land use plan to restrict redevelopment of the Moody Shipyard property by limiting the residential units to a maximum of 590, restricting marina-related specialty retail to 6,500 sq. ft., limiting the number of marina slips to 650, restricting the location of various facilities to above the mean high water line and/or the category 1 storm surge line, requiring a wetlands jurisdictional designation line and conservation easement on the property, and requiring various roadway improvements. The City agrees to reevaluate its definition of Coastal High Hazard Area as defined in the Coastal/Conservation Element and to consider a set of policies that would allow for a citywide local mitigation program that would take the place of the current site-by-site and case-by-case approach.
Background Information:  The comp plan amendment and final order ratification derive from the City’s amendment of a Comp Plan land use map for a former marina property planned for multi-purpose reuse.  The Florida DCA challenged the compliance of the amendment with the City’s Comp Plan and an administrative law judge ultimately ruled that the amendments complied in part and did not comply in part.  This bill rectifies the parts found in non-compliance and ratifies a final order issued by the state.
