AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.95( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13 ON southside boulevard BETWEEN baymeadows road and belle rive boulevard (R.E. NO. 148633-5020), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY sembler edp partnership #22 ltd, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT)  DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE baymeadows/southside seq commercial center parcel 1 PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Sembler EDP Partnership #22, Ltd., the owner of approximately 0.95( acres located in Council District 13 on Southside Boulevard between Baymeadows Road and Belle Rive Boulevard (R.E. No. 148633-5020), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 1, 2009 and written description dated June 29, 2009 for the Baymeadows/Southside SEQ Commercial Center Parcel 1 PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Sembler EDP Partnership #22, Ltd. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Wyman R. Duggan, 1301 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite 1500, Jacksonville, Florida 32207; (904) 346-5502.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately .9 acres (+ 10% deviation) of property
from Planned Unit Development (“PUD") to PUD. The subject property (the “Property”) is
located at the southeast corner of the intersection of Baymeadows Road and Southside Boulevard
and is more particularly described in the legal description attached as Exhibit “1” to this
application. The Property has an RPI land use and is currently undeveloped. The proposed PUD
seeks to add a permitted use on the subject property. A conceptual site plan of the proposed
development is attached as Exhibit “E” to this application (the “Site Plan”).

The current PUD was approved by Ordinance 2006-871-E. Minor Modification 2007-18
and Administrative Deviation 07-171 have also been approved. The PUD was previously
amended by Ordinance 2008-984-E. These four development approvals are referred to herein as

the “Master PUD”.
I PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA
A. Minimum Lot and Building requirements:

1. Permitted uses and structures. In addition to the permitted uses and
structures approved under the Master PUD, the following use is permitted:

a. Retail sale of new automobile parts (including rebuilt parts) and
accessories and similar uses in a completely enclosed building without service or repair bays;

2. Permitted accessory uses and structures. Accessory uses and structures
are permitted as provided in Section 656.403, Zoning Code; provided that accessory uses and
structures may be located in a required front or side yard.

3. Minimum lot requirement. .9 acres (+ 10% deviation)
4, Maximum lot coverage by all buildings. Thirty-five (35) percent.

5. Minimum yard requirements. .
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a. Front (Southside frontage) - Twenty (20) feet.
b. Side - Five (5) feet.
c. Rear - Five (5) feet.

Note: Encroachments by sidewalks, parking, signage, utility structures,
fences, street/park fumiture, and other similar improvements shall be
permitted within the minimum building setbacks.

6. Maximum height of structures. Thirty-five (35) feet. As provided in
Section 656.405 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code, spires, cupolas, antennas, chimneys
and other appurtenances not intended for human occupancy may be placed above the maximum
heights provided for herein.

B. Buffer between Commercial and Residential Parcels: As provided in the
Master PUD.

C. Vehicular Access: As provided in the Master PUD.

D. Parking: Parking will be provided on the Property at a rate of one (1) space per
two hundred fifty (250) square feet. Parking may be shared with other uses within the Master
PUD as long as the Master PUD in its entirety provides sufficient parking for all proposed uses.

E. Pedestrian Access: As provided in the Master PUD.

F Signage: As provided in the Master PUD.

G. Landscaping: As provided in the Master PUD.

H Architectural Controls: As provided in the Master PUD.

Stormwater Retention: As provided in the Master PUD.

J. Modifications: As provided in the Master PUD.

K. Conceptual Site Plan. The plans and other visual illustrations in this PUD
application are conceptual The Site Plan, as submitted, reflects the best current thinking and
planning for the site. It is possible, however, that revisions to the Site Plan, including but not
limited to access points and internal circulation, may be required as the proposed development
proceeds through final engineering and site plan review. Therefore, the Site Plan is labeled as
conceptual, recognizing that future changes will be subject to further review and approval by the
Planning and Development Department.

L. Phasing. Upon approval of the construction plans for the infrastructure
improvements within the Master PUD, the Applicant may seek and obtain building permits for
the structures within this PUD amendment prior to the recordation of any plat of the Property;
provided, however, this provision shall not be interpreted to require that the Property be platted.
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M.  Temporary Uses. Temporary sales, leasing and construction office(s) and
trailers shall be allowed within the PUD.

IIl. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Consistency with the Comprebensive Plan: The proposed commercial use is
consistent with the RPI land use category, and with Policies 1.1.7, 1.1.8, 1.1.10, 3.2.1 and 3.2.5
of the Future Land Use Element of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: The development
will comply with the requirements of the Concurrency Management System. Fair share contracts
#48262 and #49260 have beei approved.

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use: The development does not propose any
residential development.

D. Internal Compatibility: The proposed PUD contains limitations on the
commercial uses permitted on the subject property as well as a common development scheme
and unified architectural theme that contains special provisions for signage, landscaping,
sidewalks, and other issues relating to the common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic.
Access to the Property is available from Baymeadows Road and Southside Boulevard. Final
design and location of the access points is subject to the review and approval of the City Traffic
Engineer and the Planning and Development Department.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: Surrounding land use
designations” and zoning districts include NC/PUD and RPI/CRO and PUD to the north,
MDR/RMD-C to the east, RPI/RMD-A to the south, LDR/RLD-D and NC/PUD to the west, and
CGC/CN to the northwest. Surrounding properties are developed with a mix of multifamily
residential, single family residential, office and intensive commercial retail uses. A combination
of fencing, landscaping, and buffering will be provided to screen commercial uses in the
proposed PUD from the adjacent residential district. The proposed PUD is compatible in both
intensity and density with the surrounding development and zoning districts.

F. Maintenance of Common Areas and Infrastructure: Common areas will be
maintained by the owner and/or a management company and/or an owners association.

G. Impact on Wetlands: Development impacting wetlands will be permitted
pursuant to local, state and federal permitting requirements.

H. Listed Species Regulations: The Property is less than fifty acres; therefore, a
listed species survey is not required.

L Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas: Parking will be
provided on the Property at a rate of one (1) space per two hundred fifty (250) square feet.
Parking may be shared with other uses within the Master PUD as long as the Master PUD in its
entirety provides sufficient parking for all proposed uses.

J. Sidewalks, Trails and Bikeways: Unless otherwise agreed to by the Planning
and Development Department, an exterior sidewalk will be provided along the Southside
Boulevard frontage; provided, however, that notwithstanding the requirements of Section
656.224 of the Zoning Code, the sidewalk may be located within the required front and side yard
setbacks. A sidewalk will also be provided on one (1) side of the internal access road connecting
Baymeadows Road and Southside Boulevard.
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
