AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 2.68( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 AT 11291 old st. augustine road BETWEEN i-295 and losco road (R.E. NOs. 156418-0150, 156418-0160 and 156418-0170), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY tools for a time, inc., FROM pud (planned unit development) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE tools for a time PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Tools for a Time, Inc., the owner of approximately 2.68( acres located in Council District 6 at 11291 Old St. Augustine Road between I-295 and Losco Road (R.E. Nos. 156418-0150, 156418-0160 and 156418-0170), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 7, 2009 and written description dated July 21, 2009 for the Tools for a Time PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated August 6, 2009, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
On-site lighting structures shall be limited to 20 feet in height with full cutoffs, and shall be designed and installed to localize illumination onto the subject property and minimize unreasonable visual interference and impact onto any adjoining properties.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Section 4.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

This application is for a Planned Unit Development (PUD) to PUD rezoning for property located
on the eastside of St. Augustine Road between 1-295 and Losco Road. The original PUD is
Ordinance 1993-241 which was for a conventional shopping center. This PUD to PUD request is
to increase the allowable building square footage for Parcel E to 11,813 square feet. The original
written description of Ordinance 1993-241 allows for the maximum of 48,000 square feet for
Parcel A with a 12,000 square foot expansion and a maximum 19,000 square feet for Parcels B-
E. The PUD to PUD applicant/owner has an existing building on Parcel D and is constructing a
new building on Parcel E. The written description under Ordinance 1993-241 will remain in
effect except for the increase in allowable square footage as noted above.

. USES AND RESTRICTIONS:

A. Permitted Uses
The permitted uses will remain as outlined in the original 1993-241 PUD zoning and under the
Commercial General Commercial (CGC) land uses.

B. Accessory Structures

Any accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses

Dumpsters, propane tanks and similar appurtenances must be screened from any roadways by
landscaping or opaque fencing which is aesthetically compatible with other structures located, or
to be locuted, on the Property.

Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the aggregate building area or uses shall be
evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a revised Site Plan to evaluate the
internal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

1ll. DESIGN GUIDELINES:

A copy of the 1993-241 PUD written description is submitted as supplemental information
with the guidelines to remain the same going forward with this PUD rezoning request.

A. Ingress, Egress and Circulation

(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development are currently
adequate for the expansion proposed and for all uses contained herein. Parking
requirements as a part of this PUD application as to be deemed in compliance with
parking code elements of the Ordinance Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a. Vehicular access to the Property will have no change to the site or any change
in general distribution of traffic. The transfer of footage will not cause any
adverse impact to vehicular circulation on the site.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements
for ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the
Property, if ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among
more than one person or entity. Note the original 1993-241 arrangement for
cross easements for ingress and egress.

(3) Pedestrian Access.
a. Pedestrian access shall remain as in the original PUD.
B. Signs.
Signage will be in accordance with the existing PUD written description.
C. Landscaping:
The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part [2 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code; provided, however, that the required perimeter landscaping may be
relocated elsewhere within the Property when ownership or occupancy of the Property is

subdivided into separate parcels and reciprocal easements for access, ownership and
maintenance are created among the separate parcels of the Property.

D. Utilities
Water, clectric and sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.
