AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY .22( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 ON taylor street BETWEEN emerson street AND cascade road (R.E. NO. 127219-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY thurman jerome jarrell, FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial and office uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE jarrell screens PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Thurman Jerome Jarrell, the owner of approximately .22( acres located in Council District 4 on Taylor Street between Emerson Street and Cascade Road (R.E. No. 127219-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated September 30, 2009, and written description dated September 30, 2009, for the Jarrell Screens PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial and office uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.

Section 3.

The proposed project 1s consistent with the general purpose and mtent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations The proposed project will be
beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community

Vi PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

The project is to construct a single story structure having 2,590 square feet This represents
27 percent of the property size. Approximately 25 percent of the structure would be used as an office
and for retail sales The remamning 75 percent of the structure would be used for inside storage The
property would be developed n accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office (CMSQO).

Vehicular access would be provided by paved driveway from Welaka Road i accordance
with the preliminary development plan attached A total of 4 parking spaces would be provided (3
standard spaces, plus 1 handicap space), with a sidewalk connecting the parking with access to the
structure and the existing sidewalk at Emerson Street The paving would extend to a slab-level
overhead door for loading and unloading purposes

The owner’s business practice stems from taking phone and facsimile orders and delivering
his products to the customers On occasion, a customer or the general public may drive to his
location to purchase new or replacement products
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There are no wetlands identified on the parcel The existing oak tree located at the Northeast
corner of the parcel would remain New landscaping would be provided 1n accordance with
Landscape Regulations

The total improvement to the property includes approximately 4,754 square feet of
impervious surfaces This represents 49 6 percent of the property size  As such, the project size 1$
below the mimimum threshold for consideration by, and would not fall within the jurisdiction of, the
St Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) Therefore, a stormwater retention plan
would not be required

The water, sewer, and power requirements for the project would be provided by the
Jacksonville Electric Authority
