Type of Action: Authorization for participation in federal CDBG program; appropriation
Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the City’s participation in the federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program for FY09-10 and appropriates $6,641,511 in CDBG funds for program costs.  The bill authorizes the execution of documents and the carry-over of funds from one fiscal year to the next, and approves 29 grant-funded positions.
Background Information: The CDBG grant is an annual allocation provided to the City by the federal department of Housing and Urban Development based on population and indicators of poverty, slum and blight conditions.  The largest allocations of CDBG funds for the upcoming fiscal year are: owner-occupied housing rehab program - $2,000,000; Housing and Neighborhoods Department administrative costs - $1,356,222; Housing and Neighborhoods Department delivery costs - $510,627; Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation - $500,000; Daniel Memorial - $337,015; Community Rehabilitation Center - $300,000; and Environmental and Compliance Department - $300,000.
