AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A REVENUE FUND ACCOUNT FOR HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES FOR PERSONS WITH AIDS (“HOPWA”) PROGRAM FUNDS;  APPROPRIATING HOPWA PROGRAM FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,335,290.04 (THE NET AMOUNT IS $2,300,505.02 CONSISTING OF THE SUM OF $2,265,720.00 FOR FY 2009-2010 AND $34,785.02 FY 2007-2008 LAPSED FUNDS BEING APPROPRIATED HEREIN) TO THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION FOR AUTHORIZING AND FUNDING, PURSUANT TO ITS 2009-2010 UNIVERSAL APPLICATION CYCLE, ALL FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO EXECUTE FEDERAL PROGRAM CONTRACTS AS APPLICABLE FOR THE FOLLOWING: (1) $600,000.02 (WHICH IS THE SUM OF $565,215.00 AND $34,785.02 CARRY FORWARD FROM FY 2007-2008) TO CATHOLIC CHARITIES BUREAU, INC., (2) $100,000.00 TO COMMUNITY REHABILITATION CENTER, INC., (3) $65,000.00 TO GATEWAY COMMUNITY SERVICES, INC., (4) $148,593.00 TO I.M. SULZBACHER CENTER FOR THE HOMELESS, INC., (5) $248,412.00 TO LUTHERAN SOCIAL SERVICES OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC., (6) $652,833.00 TO NORTHEAST FLORIDA AIDS NETWORK, INC., (7) $417,696.00 TO RIVER REGION HUMAN SERVICES, INC., AND (8) $67,971.00 TO THE CITY’S HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS, ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 2010-002; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS THROUGH FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011; PROVIDING FOR FURTHER COUNCIL ACTION IF REVENUE DIFFERS; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARDS; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 2010-001; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (the “Commission”) has been designated as the agency to provide oversight and guidance to the City of Jacksonville’s Housing and Neighborhoods Department, Housing Services Division; and the Commission shall make recommendations on all agreements for affordable housing and related programs entered into for and on behalf of the City, as set forth in s. 55.203, Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development awards to local governments Housing Opportunities for Persons With AIDS (“HOPWA”) funds, and the local government may further award the HOPWA funds to recipient organizations to implement the HOPWA program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is expected to receive $2,265,720.00 in HOPWA funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development on or about October 1, 2009, and these moneys require appropriation; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has $34,785.02 fiscal year 2007-2008 HOPWA grant moneys that have lapsed, and these moneys also require appropriation and carry forward; and

WHEREAS, the Commission has engaged in its 2009-2010 Universal Cycle application process and awarded contract(s) to housing providers pending receipt and appropriation of the 2009-2010 HOPWA funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, according to the action taken by the Commission as set forth in the certified minutes excerpt of its June 17, 2009 regular meeting, attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now, therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Revenue Fund Account Established.
There is hereby established a Revenue Fund account into which all proceeds and program income, including but not limited to rental payments or interest income, pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development under the HOPWA Program shall be made, and accrued interest earned shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for use in accordance with federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations, using forms and procedures developed by the Housing and Neighborhoods Department within approved budget limits. 
Section 2.

Appropriation.  There is hereby appropriated the sum of $2,335,290.04 (the net amount is $2,300,505.02 consisting of the sum of $2,265,720.00 for FY 2009-2010 and $34,785.02 FY 2007-2008 lapsed funds being appropriated herein) to the City of Jacksonville, on behalf of the Commission, for award of HOPWA funds made pursuant to the Commission’s 2009-2010 Universal Cycle, and the City of Jacksonville is authorized to enter into federal program contracts as appropriate and expend those funds in accordance with awards made by the Commission.  The sum of $2,335,290.04 is hereby appropriated from the indicated sums in the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b) (B.T. 2010-002, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and made a part hereof):

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 2 above is to expend the 2009-2010 available federal income received from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, and award the federal contracts for the HOPWA program and funding to the following entities: (1) $600,000.02 (which is the sum of $565,215.00 and $34,785.02 carry forward from FY 2007-2008) to Catholic Charities Bureau, Inc.; (2) $100,000.00 to Community Rehabilitation Center, Inc., (3) $65,000.00 to Gateway Community Services, Inc., (4) $148,593.00 to I.M. Sulzbacher Center For The Homeless, Inc., (5) $248,412.00 to Lutheran Social Services Of Northeast Florida, Inc., (6) $652,833.00 to Northeast Florida Aids Network, Inc., (7) $417,696.00 to River Region Human Services, Inc., and (8) $67,971.00 to the City’s Housing and Neighborhoods Department (for administrative costs).


Section 4. 
Carryover of Funds.  At the end of the federal fiscal year 2009-2010, the funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds through fiscal year 2010-2011.  The amount of $34,785.02 appropriated for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 funds to Catholic Charities Bureau, Inc., and carried over to subsequent years, shall also carry over to Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  

Section 5.

Further Council Action.  If the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated by this Ordinance, then the Mayor shall submit a supplementary budget to City Council for approval in accordance with the actual allocation received.  The Mayor’s transfer authority is limited to the amounts within the respective program line items set forth in Section 3 above, and transfer of funds from program to program are prohibited without prior approval by City Council.


Section 6.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the HOPWA grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, then the provisions of chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s HOPWA contracts to be awarded to the recipients.

Section 7.

Authorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 2010-001, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.



Section 8. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
