Bill Summary:  This bill establishes a Revenue Fund account for all proceeds and program income pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States Dept. of Housing and Urban Development under the Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) program.  An appropriation of $297,923 is made for award of ESG funds.  Authorization is given for the City to enter into appropriate federal program contracts.  Transfer of funds from program to program is prohibited without prior approval of Council, and if a different allocation of funds is received, a supplementary budget is to be submitted by the Mayor to the Council for approval.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds through the 2010-2011 fiscal year.  Authorization is given for the execution of documents.  Due to federal requirements for recipients, the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s ESG contracts to be awarded.
Background Information:  The appropriated funds are to be used to award the federal contract for the ESG program and funding to I. M. Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless, Inc.  This will provide for housing assistance and related supportive services for emergency shelter within Duval County.
