AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A REVENUE FUND ACCOUNT FOR HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP (“HOME”) PROGRAM FUNDS; APPROPRIATING $2,748,052.00 IN HOME PROGRAM FUNDS FOR PROGRAM COSTS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 2010-004; PROVIDING FOR THE AWARD TO THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION FOR AUTHORIZING AND FUNDING, PURSUANT TO ITS 2009-2010 UNIVERSAL APPLICATION CYCLE, AND FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO EXECUTE FEDERAL PROGRAM CONTRACTS FOR HOME PROGRAM FUNDS AS APPLICABLE FOR THE FOLLOWING: (1) COMMUNITY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATION OPERATING COSTS ($30,000.00 TO GRACE AND TRUTH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION; $30,000.00 TO METRO NORTH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION, INC.; $30,000.00 TO NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION; AND $30,000.00 TO SECOND CHANCE HELP CENTER, INC.); (2)COMMUNITY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATIONS DEVELOPMENT SUBSIDY POOL ($412,207.80); (3) DOWNPAYMENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS ($1,941,039.20 TO THE CITY HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT’S HEADSTART TO HOMEOWNERSHIP PROGRAM); (4) $274,805.00 TO THE CITY’S HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS THROUGH FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011; PROVIDING FOR FURTHER COUNCIL ACTION IF REVENUE DIFFERS; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARDS; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 2010-002; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (the “Commission”) has been designated as the agency to provide oversight and guidance to the City of Jacksonville’s Housing and Neighborhoods Department, Housing Services Division; and the Commission shall make recommendations on all agreements for affordable housing and related programs entered into for and on behalf of the City as set forth in s. 55.203, Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development awards to local governments Home Investment Partnership (“HOME”) Program funds, and the local government may further award the HOME funds to recipient organizations to implement the HOME program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is expected to receive $2,748,052.00 in HOME funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development on or about October 1, 2009, and these moneys require appropriation; and
WHEREAS, the Commission has engaged in its 2009-2010 Universal Cycle application process and awarded contract(s) to housing providers pending receipt and appropriation of the 2009-2010 HOME funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, according to the action taken by the Commission as set forth in the certified minutes excerpt of its June 17, 2009 regular meeting, attached hereto as Exhibit 1; Now, therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  
Revenue Fund Account Established.
There is hereby established a Revenue Fund account into which all proceeds and program income, including but not limited to rental payments or interest income, pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development under the HOME Program, shall be made, and accrued interest earned, shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for use in accordance with federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations as outlined the “Home Investment Partnership Program 2009-2010, Policy, Mission Statement, and Programs,” attached hereto as Exhibit 2, using forms and procedures developed by the Housing and Neighborhoods Department within approved budget limits. 
Section 2.

Appropriation.  There is hereby appropriated the sum of $2,748,052.00  to the City of Jacksonville, on behalf of the Commission, for award of HOME Program funds made pursuant to the Commission’s 2009-2010 Universal Cycle, and the City of Jacksonville is authorized to enter into federal program contract(s) as appropriate and expend those funds in accordance with award(s) made by the Commission.  The sum of $2,748,052.00 is hereby appropriated from the indicated sums in the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b) as set forth in B.T. 2010-004, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and made a part hereof:

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 2 above is to expend the 2009-2010 available federal income received from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, and award the federal contracts for the HOME program and funding to following organizations (and the following amounts):
(A)
Community Housing Development Organization Operating Costs - $120,000.00.00 as follows:
(i)
$30,000.00 to Grace and Truth Community Development Corporation; 
(ii)
$30,000.00 to Metro North Community Development Corporation, Inc.; 
(iii)
$30,000.00 to Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation; and,
(iv)
$30,000.00 to Second Chance Help Center, Inc.
(B)
Community Development Housing Organizations Development Subsidy Pool:  $412,207.80
(C) 
Downpayment Assistance Programs: $1,941,039.20 to Housing and Neighborhood Department’s Headstart to Homeownership Program)

Administrative Costs to Housing and Neighborhoods Department: $274,805.00

Section 4. 
Carryover of Funds.  At the end of the federal fiscal year 2009-2010, the funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds through fiscal year 2010-2011.


Section 5.

Further Council Action.  If the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated by this Ordinance, then the Mayor shall submit a supplementary budget to City Council for approval in accordance with the actual allocation received.  The Mayor’s transfer authority is limited to the amounts within the respective program line items set forth in Section 3 above, and transfer of funds from program to program are prohibited without prior approval by City Council.


Section 6.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the HOME grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-110, then the provisions of chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s HOME contracts to be awarded to recipients.


Section 7. 
Authorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 2010-002, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 8.

Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

2009-2010 POLICY, MISSION STATEMENT, AND PROGRAMS

Policy

The Housing and Neighborhoods Department, Housing Services Division (HND-
HSD) policy is, within the limits of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code and applicable
federal regulations, to provide affordable housing programs for eligible very low,
low and moderate-income people and families living within Duval County. The
availability of affordable housing programs is contingent upon annual funding
provided from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, similar
federal housing and community development programs, the State of Florida, and
on leveraging local public and private resources.

Mission Statement

The HND-HSD’s strategy for providing affordable housing is to encourage
public/private partnerships to invest in affordable rental housing; to stimulate the
construction and reconstruction of residential properties, which in turn will
stimulate the job market in the construction industry; and to increase and improve
the supply of affordable housing. The HND-HSD’s mission for 2009-2010 is: To
form partnerships with private for profit and non-profit organizations to expand
opportunities for home ownership by low and moderate-income residents and
provide funding to expand the availability of affordable rental units.

The aforementioned agencies are eligible for funding based on the criterion described
in the CHDO narrative in an amount not to exceed $412,207.80. Other non profits
organizations meeting the CHDO requirements throughout the fiscal year may
become eligible for funding. All proposed awards for funding will be approved
pursuant to Section 11.620, Municipal Code.

HOME PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS

The City of Jacksonville proposes to expend $2,748,052 of HOME funds to increase
availability of housing, particularly housing for low and very low-income families.
Fifteen percent of HOME funding or $412,207.80 of this grant will be set aside for
the exclusive use for Community Housing Development Organizations as per 24
CFR 92.

PROPOSED USE OF FUNDS

The programs included in this 2009-2010 HOME Program Description were
developed to be consistent with the recommendations contained in the 2008-2009
Action Plan of the five year 2005-2010 Consolidated Plan.

The City of Jacksonville will provide appropriate financial assistance to all
applicants under the HOME Program by evaluating each project in accordance with
the program guidelines adopted for this purpose and funding sources regulations
and will not invest any more HOME funds in combination with other Federal
assistance than is necessary to provide affordable housing.

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' COMMUNITY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATIONS (CHDOs)

Fifteen percent (15.0%) of the City’s allocation of HOME funds, $412,207.80 will be
used for specific CHDO activities that may vary and range from acquisition of
vacant land and buildings, demolition, new construction and substantial
rehabilitation including funding in the form of loans and grants to cover eligible
related project costs. Just under 5% percent (4.37%) of HOME funds, $120,000, will
be used for CHDO operating costs such as administration and planning, operating
expenses and soft costs.

The City has certified nine CHDO groups and has designated them eligible to carry
out these activities; all of which may being considered for funding in the
aforementioned budget, provided they meet the below mentioned criterion. The
City will be actively involved in providing organizational assistance, technical
assistance, and training to the CHDOs. Through training and technical support, the
City will ensure that the projects undertaken by the CHDOs meet the requirements
and obligations set forth in 24 CFR 92 Subpart G Section 92.300-92.303. The City
encourages the CHDOs to develop creative responses to the needs of low and very
low-income persons. Other non-profit organizations meeting the CHDO
requirements are encouraged to seek certification.

CHDO Development Subsidy Funding Criterion
Who is Eligible?

All Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDO) must be certified with
Housing and Neighborhoods Department’s Housing Services Division. Awards will
be provided based on a first come, first served basis when the below outlined
criteria is met.

What are the Criteria?

o CHDO’s must show the ability to process and expedite in a timely fashion as
measured by:
o Site control (evidenced by a Warranty Deed)
o Zoning
o Land Use and Site Plan
o Site suitability (soil, environmental)
o Engineering (planned or completed)
o Architectural (planned or completed)
o Building Permit (Completed, Submitted and Received)
¢ CHDO’s must meet and provide the following financial requirements:
o Development Pro Forma (must outline the amount to be reserved)
o Must have construction financing in place and provide evidence
thereof.

' Eligible uses of funding:

Gap Financing - the difference between the cost to construct the unit and the sales
price that the market will bear to sell that unit based on a current, certified
appraisal.

Gap Financing will be used for the sole purpose of the production and
development of single-family, homeownership scattered site units.

+ Land Banking
o Infrastructure
e« Operating Expenses
¢ Development of Subdivisions - this activity is considered as a ‘project’ and
will therefore not be funded through this source.
Maximum Award:

CHDO may request a maximum reserve of five (5) units at a time. The maximum
per unit subsidy will not exceed $45,000, utilizing a combination of State and
Federal funds. Awards will be based on the amount needed to subsidize the
project’s development gap.

Recapture Requirements:

Development Subsidy awards will be in the form of a grant. Projects must start
within six months of the reservation for funding and remain progressive through
the completion of the project. Failure to comply with this requirement will result
in the de-obligation of reservation.

Once the CHDO provides evidence of the aforementioned criterion and submits a
detailed development budget, identifying the proposed development gap for each
site, then staff will initiate the following actions:

A commitment letter will be drafted,

a project setup form and subsidy layering review will be completed
for each site;

the project will be set up in IDIS;

A HOME contract will be drafted for the proposed number of units and
the funding amount as identified on the development pro formas;

All proposed awards for funding will be approved through the City’'s Procurement
Department’s, General Governmental Awards Committee. All contracts will be
reviewed by the Office of General Counsel, General Accounting Division and the
contract signed by the Mayor or his designee.

HEADSTART TO HOMEOWNERSHIP (H2H) PROGRAM

The HND-HSD’s will allocate $1,941,039.20 to this program for 2009-2010. The
H2H Program targets qualified applicants whose income is 80% or less of the
median income for Jacksonville. The H2H Program offers financial assistance up to
$14,999, to provide down payment and closing cost assistance to eligible
families/individuals who are interested in buying a home. An additional $5,000

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may be awarded if homes are purchased in targeted neighborhoods. All applicants
are required to provide $500 of their own funds towards the down payment.
Families/individuals, who do not currently own a home and who will reside in the
home as their primary residence, who meet household income criteria will be
eligible for assistance, pending funding availability. The program provides the
homebuyer a choice of eligible properties including single-family residences,
townhouses, patio homes and condominiums. The homeownership interest of
applicant/participants must be free from any encumbrances and restrictions that
would impair the marketability of the title, other than HOME Program restrictions
on resale detailed in the mortgages. Those properties acquired must meet all local
building and zoning, rehabilitation, and cost effective energy standards.

Examples of financial assistance available through the H2H Program are, but not
limited to:

- Down Payment Assistance

- Closing Costs Assistance

- Principal Reduction

The City’s financial assistance will be in the form of a 2™ mortgage, at 0% interest,
for fifteen years, with the subsidy forgiven at the end of the fifteen year term. If
the property is sold before the end of the City's mortgage term, or the applicant
ceases to occupy the property as their principal residence, the applicant must
repay the City the original loan amount. If the property is sold before the end of
the City's mortgage term, the applicant must repay the City the original balance of
the loan amount or the amount by which net proceeds of the sale are available
after payment of the first mortgage and closing costs, if net proceeds are
insufficient to fully repay the balance.
