SPONSOR (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member): Recreation & Community Svcs. Dept
PURPOSE/SUMMARY:  

Initiate legislation authorizing the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary to implement a rate schedule to provide electricity and water access for boaters at Metropolitan (Metro) Park Marina.   This project will upgrade the marina facilities by installing bollard-style power pedestals intended for dock use.  These will include the capacity for power, water and lighting to be provided to the slips.  Provision will be made for payment of hook-up fees by credit or debit card in order to allow marina users to dock at any time.  The department is proposing a flat rate hook-up charge of $8.00 per day applicable for all marina slips that utilize the electric service. Pursuant to the state submerged lands lease (permit # 161272789) the funds gained from the hook-up fee shall be allocated for maintenance and repair of the service equipment and dock operations.  Therefore, it is requested that funds be deposited and expended through an already established special revenue trust account for Metropolitan Park Maintenance (PRPM1D4).
