AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE RATE SCHEDULE FOR POWER PEDESTAL HOOK-UP FEES FOR BOATERS AT METRO PARK MARINA; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, DOCUMENTS TO IMPLEMENT THE METRO PARK MARINA RATE SCHEDULE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE;  

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of Rate Schedule for Metro Park Marina.
The City Council hereby approves the Rate Schedule, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, for the fees to be charged boaters for power pedestal hook-up at Metro Park Marina.
Section 2.

Approval and authorization.
There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to implement the Rate Schedule for Metro Park Marina.    

Section 3.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Department of Recreation and Community Services to oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Power Pedestal Hook-up Fee Schedule

Service Period Hook-up Fee
24 hours $8.00*
48 hours $16.00*
72 hours $24.00*

*Sales tax will be applicable

Hook-up fee is for electric power service paid through a credit or debit card self-
service pedestal. Water and lighting is provided to each slip free of charge.

There are thirty-five (35) marina slips that provide 20/30/50amp electric service,
and forty-one (41) slips offering 20/30amp service. The hook-up fee for all
amperage service levels is $8.00 per day plus applicable sales tax. Boaters may
choose from 24, 48 or 72 hour service period options.

The funds gained from the hook-up fee shall be allocated in a special revenue
trust account (Metropolitan Park Maintenance) for maintenance and repair of
the service equipment and dock operations. Revenue should be deposited into
PRPM1D4-34754 {Dockage and Recreation), and maintenance costs should be
expended from PRPM1D4-04904 (Trust Fund Authorize).
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
