Bill Summary: This ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute a License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and St. Nicholas Business Association, Inc. (“Licensee”) providing for the licensee’s use of St. Nicholas Train Station Park, a City-owned park at 2564 Atlantic Boulevard, in Council District 4, for five years, with two five-year renewal options, for an annual fee of one dollar ($1), in return for the licensee’s improving the train station in the park and enhancing the park with a gazebo, playground and fencing.  City oversight to be provided by Recreation and Community Services Department.
Background:  Located at 2564 Atlantic Boulevard, the St. Nicholas Train Station Park is a City property to be leased, by this legislation, to the St. Nicholas Business Association.  Scope of Services, per the License Agreement, is to maintain the train station and enhance the park with gazebo, playground and fencing.
