Bill Summary: This ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Fresh Ministries, Inc. (“Licensee”), a non-profit organization, allowing the licensee to use the City-owned property located on First Street between Franklin Street and Troyan Street, in Council District 7, (the “premises”), for three (3) years, with an option for two (2) additional
Three (3) year extensions in accordance with the terms of the License Agreement in order to place a portable office and classroom on the premises for the purpose of providing neighborhood and community assistance, access to local, state and federal programs, classes in reading and parenting, community meetings and workshops; provides for City oversight by the Recreation and Community Services Department.
Background:  This License Agreement between the City and Fresh Ministries enables the latter to continue and expand its outreach programs in providing assistance to the residents and organizations in the neighborhood to better the quality of life in the community through services that Fresh Ministries will provide, from parenting skills to classes in reading and creating space for community meetings and workshops.  These programs will be servicing both youth and adults.
