Bill Summary: The bill amends the FY07-08 budget ordinance (2007-813) by amending the budget attachments of the Jacksonville Transportation Authority to increase the operating revenues and expenditures of the authority by $2,477,904 (+1.3%) to reflect the actual expenditures for the operation of the bus, Skyway and JTA Connexion (paratransit for the disabled) systems.  The amendments make the following changes in the authority’s budget:

Background Information: The charter requires the JTA to submit and the City to pass a balanced budget each year.  Due to the variability and unknowns of operating a public transit system, the end-of-year figures may not match the start-of-year budgeted amounts.  After the closeout of its fiscal year the JTA submits revised revenue and expenditure figures to reflect the year’s actual experience.
Policy Impact Area: JTA budget
Fiscal Impact: The revised budget reflects an overall increase of $2,477,904 (+1.3%), with the vast majority of the increase coming in bus system operations.
