Type of Action: Designation of historic landmark
Bill Summary: The bill designates the railroad locomotive currently located at the Prime Osborn Convention Center (Atlantic Coast Line No. 1504) as a local historic landmark.
Background Information: The locomotive was constructed in 1919 by the American Locomotive Company of Richmond, Virginia under the auspices of the United States Railroad Administration as part of the national effort to gear up for wartime production during World War I.  The locomotive is one of the few remaining U.S. Railroad Administration engines remaining in existence, is the last USRA locomotive in substantially its original as-built condition, on and in 1990 was designated as a National Historic Mechanical Engineering Landmark.  After being taken out of service in the 1980s the engine was refurbished and moved to the Prime Osborn Convention Center in 1986.
