AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION), ORDINANCE CODE, DESIGNATING THE ATLANTIC COAST LINE NO. 1504 LOCATED AT 1000 WEST BAY STREET AT THE PRIME OSBORN CONVENTION CENTER, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, AS A LANDMARK AND LANDMARK SITE; DIRECTING THE ZONING ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER THE LANDMARK AND LANDMARK SITE DESIGNATION ON THE ZONING ATLAS; DIRECTING THE CHIEF, LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO NOTIFY EACH APPLICANT, THE PROPERTY OWNER AND THE PROPERTY APPRAISER OF THE LANDMARK AND LANDMARK SITE DESIGNATION AND TO CAUSE SAID DESIGNATION TO BE RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council (the “Council”) promulgated Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, to facilitate the designation of landmarks and landmark sites, where appropriate; and


WHEREAS, the locomotive to be designated (hereinafter the “Subject Property”) is the Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive No. 1504 located at 1000 West Bay Street and situated on the grounds of the Prime Osborn Convention Center in Council District 9, and consists of a steam passenger locomotive manufactured in 1919 by the American Locomotive Company in Richmond, Virginia, under the direction of the United States Railroad Administration; and 

WHEREAS, the property owners within 350 feet of the boundaries of the Subject Property have been notified of the intent to designate the locomotive as a landmark and landmark site; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council has considered the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark and landmark site, taking into consideration its importance and historical value, as more fully set forth in the Designation Application and Report of the Planning and Development Department, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and incorporated by reference herein (the “Report”); and


WHEREAS, public hearings have been held by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the Council and its committees regarding the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark and landmark site; and

WHEREAS, on July 22, 2009, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Exhibit 2) and recommended approval of the designation of landmark and landmark site; and

WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to protect the health, safety and welfare of the City of Jacksonville and finds that the Subject Property should be so designated as a landmark and landmark site; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Designation of Landmark and Landmark Site.  Pursuant to Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council hereby designates the Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive No. 1504 located at 1000 West Bay Street, and situated on the grounds of the Prime Osborn Convention Center in Council District 9, which consists of a steam passenger locomotive manufactured in 1919 by the American Locomotive Company in Richmond, Virginia, under the direction of the United States Railroad Administration as a landmark and landmark site.


Section 2.

Satisfaction of Requisite Criteria.  The Council hereby finds that the Subject Property satisfies at least three (3) of the requisite criteria set forth in Section 307.104(j), Ordinance Code, as more fully set forth in Exhibit 1.

Section 3.

Landmark and Landmark Site Designation on Zoning Atlas.  The Council hereby directs the Zoning Administrator to designate the Subject Property as a landmark and landmark site on the City’s Zoning Atlas.


Section 4.
Notice of Landmark and Landmark Site Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to notify each applicant, the property owner and the Property Appraiser of the designation of the Subject Property as a landmark and landmark site.


Section 5.

Recording of Landmark and Landmark Site Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to record this ordinance in the public records for Duval County, Florida.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

Prepared in accordance with the JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE CODE, SECTION 307.104,
the Jacksonville Planning and Development Department hereby forwards to the Jacksonville
Historic Preservation Commission, its "Findings, Conclusions and Recommendations” on the

Landmark Designation, LM-09-03, sponsored by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation
Commission.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

(A) Consistent with action on March 25, 2009, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation
Commission instructed the Planning and Development Department to begin preparing a
designation application for Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive #1504 located on the grounds
of the Prime Osborn Convention Center.

.(B)  Consistent with the JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE CODE, SECTION 307.104(d), the
Planning and Development Department determined that the application for designation of
the Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive at 1000 West Bay Street as a Landmark was
complete. As required, the Planning and Development Department had signs posted in
front of the property being considered for designation, as well as sent notices by U.S.
Mail to each owner of real property within three hundred and fifty (350) feet of the
proposed site. Notice of the public hearing on the designation of Atlantic Coast Line
Locomotive #1504, as a Landmark was published in the Financial News and Daily
Report. Proof of publication will be attached to this report.

(C)  If designated, any activity affecting Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive #1504 will require a
Certificate of Appropriateness (COA) from the Jacksonville Historic Preservation
Commission. Before issuing the Certificate of Appropriateness, the Commission will
review the proposed activity for consistency with the Secretary of the Interior's
Standards for Rehabilitation and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings.
Routine repairs and maintenance, alterations, and new construction not seen from the
public right-of-way and other projects consistent with the Secretary's Standards can be
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pre-approved by the Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

(D) At the close of the public hearing, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission

shall determine, whether based upon the evidence, Atlantic Coast Line Locomo
#1504, meets the criteria for designation. In reviewing the application, the Planning

tive
and

Development Department has found the application to meet three of the seven criteria.

The three criteria include the following;

A. Its value as a significant reminder of the cultural, historical, architectural, or
archaeological heritage of the City, state or nation.

Manufactured in 1919 by the American Locomotive Company in Richmond, Virginia,
Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive #1504 has significance as one of the few remaining engines
constructed under the direction of the United States Railroad Administration, and has been
recognized as the most original of the few examples that remain. The outbreak of World War
I put tremendous pressure on the nation’s railroads in responding to the significant and rapid
increase in shipping caused by military and war related production. As a result, confusion
and lack of cooperation by private railroads slowed critical shipping of war supplies. In
response, President Wilson created the United States Railroad Administration (USRA) in
December of 1917. Under William G. McAdoo, Secretary of the Treasury, the USRA took
over the entire operation of the nation’s railroad network. With the cooperation and
assistance of the private companies, the USRA was responsible for consolidating terminal
facilities, coordinating traffic routes, improving rolling stock and equipment, as well as
arranging union wage settlements. By May of 1918, the USRA was shipping 625,000
soldiers every month using 9,000 special trains. The establishment and operation of the
USRA represented, “the most drastic exercise of federal power in the economic realm”, but
was successful due to the active involvement and cooperation of the private railroad
companies. 1

A written program honoring the listing of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad as a National
Historic Mechanical Engineering Landmark (October 23, 1990) stated, “one of the enduring
legacies of the USRA was the production of standard designs for steam locomotives and
rolling stock for universal use by many of this nation’s railroads”. Before the development
and use of standard designs, railroad companies would have rolling stock customized for
specific needs and situations which discouraged standardization of parts. The USRA
established a committee represented by eleven railroad companies and three locomotive
manufactures to develop specifications based on proven engine design while incorporating
new technologies in order to produce well balanced, durable, and practical locomotives. A
total of 1856 locomotives, including ACL #1504, were designed or fabricated during the war
using these standard plans, which continued to be extensively used after the war for the
manufacturing of steam engines.

ACL Locomotive #1504 shares a common history with the Jacksonville Terminal starting

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with the same 1919 birthday. Fronted by fourteen massive limestone columns over forty-two
feet high, the mammoth new terminal opened at midnight on November 18, 1919. At the
time of its opening, the Jacksonville Terminal was the largest such facility in the south. By
the 1940’s, the Jacksonville Terminal was handling as many as 142 trains daily and over
20,000 passengers. During the peak year of 1944 in the midst of extensive wartime travel,
the station handled 40,000 trains and over ten million passengers. From approximately 1920
to 1939, ACL #1504 hauled 10 to 12 passenger cars on the main line between Richmond,
Virginia and Jacksonville reaching speeds of 70 to 80 mph. Over its twenty years of
passenger service, ACL Locomotive #1504 was associated with many famous trains such as
the Miamian, the Florida Special, the Palmetto Limited, Southland, the South Wind, and
Dixie Flyer. Around 1939 and 40, ACL Locomotive #1504 was taken out of passenger
service, and used for fast freight service in the Tampa area. It was finally retired in 1952, and
mothballed until placed in front of the new Atlantic Coast Line Railroad building in 1960.
Starting in the 1930s and accelerating after World War I, the steam locomotives were
replaced with diesel-electric powered engines.

F. It has distinguishing characteristics of an architectural style valuable for study of a
period, method of construction, or use of indigenous materials.

The program of the National Mechanical Engineering Landmark aptly stated that, “ACL
#1504 is the only remaining original United States Railroad Administration (USRA)
locomotive in its essentially as-built condition”. ACL #1504 is the best remaining example
of the P-S-A Pacific Passenger Engine designed and manufactured under the USRA program.
A total of 81 locomotives of this model were manufactured with the Atlantic Coast Line
Railroad owning 70. Also known as the “light Pacific”, the P-S-A 12 standard design was
the most common passenger design prepared under USRA direction. Most locomotives at
the time were described by their wheels with the P-S-A Pacific Passenger Engine, which was
reflected in the design of ACL #1504, having four wheels in the pilot truck at the front, six
main drive wheels and two wheels at the trailing truck under the cab, thus the number of 4-6-
2. The “light Pacific” provided a smooth and easy ride, particularly over flat terrain common
in Florida. Although primarily used with passenger trains, the “light Pacific” could haul up
to S0 to 60 freight cars, and could reach speeds up to 100 mph.

The ACL Locomotive#1504 was the last of its kind to be taken out of operation. Not too
many years after being mothballed, ACL #1504 was selected by Atlantic Coast Line
president, Champion Davis for restoration based on the recommendation of John W.
Hawthorne, head of the ACL Mechanical Department. After being restored, the engine was
put in a place of honor in front of the new ACL headquarters building in Jacksonville.
Relocated in 1986 to the grounds of the Prime Osborn Convention Center, ACL #1504 was
further recognized by being listed as a National Historic Mechanical Engineering Landmark
on October 23, 1990. The designation of ACL #1504 by the American Society of
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Mechanical Engineering is part of their program to recognize landmarks that “represent a
progressive step in the evolution of mechanical engineering”.2

G. Its suitability for preservation or restoration.

As previously stated, ACL Locomotive #1504 represents the most originally intact of the few
remaining USRA engines in existence, and is essentially in its as built condition. The few
alterations to its original design included the headlight, tender trucks, and pilot truck wheels,
but has its original or similar designed piping arrangement, tender, cab, domes, driving
wheels, coal pusher, non-lifting injectors, trailing trucks, running boards, and pilot.3 ACL
#1504 was selected for preservation and restoration since it represented a unique period in
railroad history and is for the most part in its original condition. After being relocated to the
Prime Osborn Convention Center, the locomotive received a $75,000 restoration, and was
repainted again in 1998.4 Although needing some repairs and repainting, ACL Locomotive
#1504 is mechanical sound and intact. Members of the Florida Railroad Company, Inc., the
North Florida Chapter of the National Railway Historical Society, Inc., and the Southeast
Chapter of the Railway & Locomotive Historical Society not only sought the landmark
designation, but are also committed to ensuring the long-term care of this significant piece of
railroad history as well as promoting its significant within the community.

RECOMMENDATION

Based on the findings of this report, the Planning and Development Department recommends that
the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission APPROVE the designation of the Atlantic
Coast Line Locomotive #1504, (LM-09-03) as a City of Jacksonville Landmark.

7-1 PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION- Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive - #1504
PRESENT AND ORIGINAL APPEARANCE

The ACL Locomotive #1504 is a steam engine constructed by the American Locomotive
Company in 1919. The ACL Locomotive #1504 is a class P-5-A, identifying it as
primarily a passenger train. Also known as a “light Pacific,” this steam locomotive
measures approximately fifteen (15°) feet in height by 80 feet, nine and a half inches (80’
9 %2”) long, including the tender. The engine truck measures approximately 48 feet from
the tip of the cowcatcher/pilot to the end of the cab. The front wheels behind the pilot,
commonly known as the cowcatcher, are called the leading wheels or pilot truck wheels.
They balance the truck and weight, increasing stability. Above the leading wheels is the
smoke stack, the smoke box and the steam chest. ACL 1504 has a headlight and a bell in
front of the smoke box, which is the area just below the smoke stack. The steam chest
sits between the four leading wheels.

Moving toward the back of the steam locomotive, two large black domes on the top of
the boiler are the sand and steam domes. The one closest to the smoke stack is the sand
dome. The sand dome stores sand and releases it as needed when the tracks are slick or
icy for added traction. The second dome is the steam dome. The whistle, an essential
and popular feature of steam locomotives, is located on top of the steam dome. The
steam dome is where the steam and heated water mixture coming from the boiler are
separated to prevent damage to the valves and pistons. The steam dome sits above the
boiler, which is located above the driving wheels. These wheels have a 73 inch diameter
and are connected to each other via the connecting rod. The main rod drives the six large
wheels. Above the main rod is the valve gear, which allows the machine to reverse.
Behind the driving wheels are the trailing wheels, which sit below the firebox and cab'.
The tender, coal car, itself measures approximately 32 feet including the couplers. The
tender has room for 14 tons of coal and 10,000 gallons of water. The “light Pacific”
locomotive weighs over 270,000 Ibs” and could reach speeds up to 100 mph.?

Historical Context — Railroad Development in Jacksonville
Summary

Jacksonville and Duval County have a long association with the development of railroads
in Florida that continues to define the community as a major rail center while playing an
important role in the local economy.* This historical relationship started just before the
Civil War with the opening of the Florida, Atlantic & Gulf Railroad that connected
Jacksonville with Lake City. After the Civil War, railroad travel was greatly enhanced by
the widespread use of a standard gauge rail width, 4’ x 8 ¥2”, that allowed different lines
to make direct connections; thus lessening the number and lengths of delays and
changing of cars. During the period from the 1870s into the 1890s, Florida railroads were
in a constant state of flux characterized by the continuous merging and purchasing of
various lines creating a confusing number of name changes and ownerships. Other lines
during this period completely ceased operation and faded into history.

During the 1870s and 80s, Florida was being crisscrossed with numerous railroad lines
usually formed by smaller locally based companies stimulated by the generous offer of
state lands in exchange for the construction of railroads. In 1851, Florida’s General
Assembly created the Internal Improvement Board to manage the state’s vast public
lands. Recognizing the importance of improving transportation in order to enhance
settlement and economic development, the board was re-organized as the Internal
Improvement Fund supervised by the Governor, Comptroller, Treasurer, and Secretary of
Agriculture. Canal or railroad projects approved by the members of the Internal
Improvement Fund could receive 200 feet of public right-of-way through state lands, as
well as alternating sections of lands six miles deep on both sides of the track. Once the
roadway was graded, the railroad companies received $10,000 per mile for the purchase
of rails and rolling stock. In addition, the state issued bonds for the construction of
bridges and trestles that were backed by liens on railroad property. The offering of state
lands v;'as contingent on the companies over time paying the principle and interest on the
bonds.

By the 1890s, these various smaller lines began to be incorporated as part of major
railroad companies that operated more on a regional and national level. Going into the

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twentieth century the large railroad companies serving Florida included the Atlantic
Coast Line Railway, Seaboard Airline Railway, Southern Railway, and the Louisville &
Nashville Railroad. Another significant railroad from this period that operated totally
within the state was the Florida East Coast Railroad.® Consolidation of lines continued
into the second half of the twentieth century, with the merging in 1967 of the Atlantic
Coast Line Railroad Company with the Seaboard Airline Railroad to create the Seaboard
Coast Line Railway. In 1980, Seaboard Coast Line Industries, the holding company for
the railroad, merged with the Chessie System, Inc. to form CSX Corporation. In 1986,
several railroad companies, including the new Seaboard System Railroad, merged to
create CSX Transportation that operated under the umbrella of the CSX Corporation.’

Nineteenth Century

As early as 1834, local business interest were considering the construction of a railroad
line from Jacksonville to Tallahassee, but never implemented due to the outbreak of the
Second Seminole War. In the 1840s, another line was being contemplated connecting
Jjacksonville with the Gulf Coast via Cedar Key; however this proposal was opposed and
thwarted by a group of investors that included Senator David Levy Yulee that soon
completed a line from Fernandina to Cedar Key. However, under the leadership of Dr.
Abel Baldwin a group of Jacksonville investors received a charter to build a railroad from
Jacksonville to Alligator (Lake City). Work on the railroad started in 1857 and was
officially opened in March of 1860 as the Florida, Atlantic, & Gulf Railroad. During the
Civil War, the railroad was significantly damaged by military actions in the west part of
Duval County.

After the war, the Florida, Atlantic & Gulf Railroad was purchased and re-incorporated in
1868 as the Florida Central Railroad. This railroad was in turn purchased in 1882 and
became known as the Florida, Central & Western Railroad. By this time, the line had
been extended west to the Apalachicola River. In 1884, four different companies
including the Florida, Central & Western Railroad merged to form the Florida Railway &
Navigation Company.® This line soon went into receivership and was purchased by the
Florida Central & Peninsular Railway Company in 1888. By 1903, the Florida Central &
Peninsular Railway became part of the Seaboard Airline Railway. Another local railroad

Before the merger, Atlantic Coast Line Railroad and Seaboard Airline Railroad each owned 1/3 of the
Flonda Publishing Company, the publishers of the Florida Times Union and the Jacksonville Journal.
After the merger wn 1967, the new Seaboard Coast Line Railroad had complete ownership of the Flonda
Publishing Company until sold by CSX 1n 1983. There have been questions and charges that railroad
ownership had mfluenced editonal policies of these two papers.

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that became part of Seaboard Airline Railway was the Fernandina & Jacksonville
Railroad which completed a line in 1881 from Hart’s Road, now known as Yulee, to
Jacksonville. During the time it was part of the Florida Central & Peninsular Railroad
Company the line was extended from Yulee to Savannah, Georgia providing a northern
outlet from Jacksonville.

The development of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad in Florida was primarily based on
the various lines that came under the control and ownership of railroad magnate, Henry
B. Plant. Before the Civil War, the Atlantic & Gulf Railroad was opened from
Waresboro on the Satilla River to Thomasville, George, and by the end of the war had
reached Bainbridge, Georgia. The western extension of this line was to draw off cotton
trade from the Chattahoochee and Flint Rivers connected to the Gulf of Mexico by the
Apalachicola River. This line went into receivership and purchased by Henry B. Plant
who re-organized the company as the Savannah, Florida & Western Railroad. Around
the same time, Plant established another company, the East Florida Railway, to construct
a railroad from Jacksonville to the St. Marys River. At that point, the line connected with
Plant’s Waycross & Florida Railroad that ran to Waycross, Georgia. Collectively known
as “the Waycross Short Line”, these two companies were merged into the Savannah,
Florida & Western Railroad in 1884.

Chartered in 1875 with construction initiated in 1883, the Jacksonville, Tampa, & Key
West Railroad connected Jacksonville with Palatka. Primarily owned by wealthy coal
operator, Robert H. Coleman from Cornwall, Pennsylvania, the Jacksonville, Tampa &
Key West Railroad was extended to Sanford, Florida by 1886 where it connected with the
South Florida Railroad. This link connected Jacksonville directly with Tampa. Going
into receivership, the Jacksonville, Tampa & Key West Railroad was acquired by the
Plant Investment Company in April of 1899 and became part of the Savannah, Florida &
Western Railroad. The Plant Investment Company had previously purchased the South
Florida Railroad, and was now in control of a trunk line that ran from the north, through
Jacksonville to Tampa.

After Plant’s death, the Savannah, Florida & Western Railroad was consolidated as part
of the Atlantic Coast Line Railway in 1902. Another line that became part of the Atlantic
Coast Line Railway was the Jacksonville and Southwest Railroad that opened in 1899
connecting Newberry in Alachua County with the Cummer Sawmill at Sand Fly Point at
the mouth of Trout River and the St. Johns River. Although providing passenger service,
this standard gauge one hundred mile railroad was constructed primarily to transport
lumber and later phosphate from the Newberry area to the Cummer Sawmill and docks at
Milldaleé The line was sold in 1903 and became part of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad
in 1904.

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The Jacksonville, St. Augustine & Halifax River Railroad, chartered in 1881,
connected South Jacksonville with St. Augustine by a narrow gauge railroad. In
1886, the railroad was acquired by the Jacksonville, Tampa & Key West Railroad
Company under the control of Henry Flagler. The steam ferry that connected
Jacksonville and South Jacksonville was acquired at the same time by Flagler, who
rebuilt the railroad, changing the narrow gauge to standard. This railroad line, which
stills follows the same right-of-way parallel to Philips Highway (U.S. Highway 1),
was the parent line of the Florida East Coast Railway that opened the east coast of
Florida by rail, eventually reaching Key West by 1912.

While president of the Jacksonville, Tampa & Key West Railroad, Henry M. Flagler
was instrumental in having a railroad bridge constructed across the St. Johns River
which provided direct rail connection from Jacksonville to St. Augustine while
avoiding the difficulty of ferrying cars and locomotives across the river. Crossing
over from the west part of Downtown Jacksonville, this all-steel bridge, which cost
approximately $1,000,000 to construct, was opened in January of 1890 by the
Jacksonville Bridge Company organized by Flagler. Soon proving to be inadequate
to serve growing rail use, it was replaced with a double track 216 foot fixed bascule
bridge in 1925 that ended the use of the old swing-span drawbridge. The completion
of this bridge, which was the first one constructed across the St. Johns River,
significantly contributed to the decline of Jacksonville as a major tourist destination
by providing direct rail access to resorts further south.'®

Completed in December of 1884, the Jacksonville & Atlantic Railway connected
South Jacksonville and Pablo Beach (Jacksonville Beach). This narrow gauge
railroad was constructed by a local company whose original officers were J.Q.
Burbridge, President, H.S. Ely, vice-president, and J.M. Schumacher, treasurer. In
addition, to acquiring 1,700 acres of land along the right-of-way as a land grant, this
company owned a large parcel at the ocean terminus which was platted and
developed as Pablo Beach where a large resort hotel called Murray Hall was
constructed in 1886. In 1899, this seventeen mile railroad was acquired by Flagler's
Florida East Coast Railway which upgraded the line to a standard gauge, as well as
constructed a station at South Jacksonville. Flagler extended the railroad nine miles
to Mayport at the mouth of the St. Johns River where he constructed large coal chutes
and bins. At that time, the Florida East Coast Railway was converting from wood to
coal burning locomotives. The railroad also served Flagler's huge new resort hotel,
the Continental, located at Atlantic Beach.

Upon hearing of plans by the Florida East Coast Railway to abandon the
beaches/Mayport line in the early 1930s, County Engineer, Earl P. Luce, realizing its

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potential use for a new beach road, had survey crews mark the location of the railroad
right-of-way prior to the removal of the rails and cross ties. In the early part of 1937,
the Duval County Board of Commissioners acquired the old railroad right-of-way
from Atlantic Boulevard in South Jacksonville to Third Street in Jacksonville Beach,
paying $8,500 to the Florida East Coast Railway. In that same year, the state
legislature designated the right-of-way as part of the State Road System where it was
identified as State Road Number 376, but currently known as Beach Boulevard. An
additional fifty feet of right-of-way for an 8 ¥2 mile stretch between from Southside
Boulevard to the Intracoastal Waterway was donated by the Swallow Hopkins and
Pitts families."’

Another local rail line that was opened but later abandoned was the Jacksonville,
Mayport and Pablo Railway formed in 1886 under the leadership of Captain Alexander
Wallace. In addition to constructing a railroad connecting Arlington and Mayport, the
Company also platted a new community called Burnside Beach, located along the Ocean
front between Mayport and Pablo Beach. Envisioned as a seaside resort accessible by
railroad, the original plat for Burnside Beach included twenty-eight to thirty blocks with
lots reserved for a city park, churches, hotel, pavilions, and bathhouses. The railroad
opened on May 17, 1888 with an excursion to Mayport by the Knights of Pythias. On the
return trip, the engine broke down forcing passengers to walk the remaining six miles to
Arlington. As result of this unfortunate maiden trip, the Jacksonville, Mayport and Pablo
Railway was humorously referred to by locals as the "Jump Man and Push Railroad".

The J.M. & P. railroad made two daily runs from the Arlington landing (end of Arlington
Road) in a diagonal line to Egleston Heights, the first stop, before making an eastward
turn stopping at Vernona, Cohasset, and Gilmore before cutting across the Pablo River
along the current right-of-way of the Wonderwood Expressway to Burnside Beach.'?
Many times the train was delayed in Mayport while the tracks were cleared of drifting
sand."”® The right-of-way of the railroad ran between the lighthouse and the later site of
the Mayport Presbyterian Church before taking a westerly diagonal turn towards the
riverfront. After the railroad was abandoned, the old roadbed was graded and covered
with gravel and shell to create the main entryway into Mayport from Burnside Beach and
East Mayport."* Although eventually extended across the Arlington River to South
Jacksonville that was connected to downtown by steam ferry, neither the railroad nor the
resort were successful and both permanently closed by the end of the nineteenth century.

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The Georgia based Southern Railway entered the Florida market by acquiring both the
Georgia, Southern & Florida Railway and the Atlantic, Valdosta & Western Railway.
The Georgia, Southern & Florida Railway opened a line in March of 1890 between
Macon, Georgia and Palatka with service provided to Jacksonville via the tracks of the
Florida, Central & Peninsular Railroad. The Atlantic, Valdosta & Western Ratlway was
started by the G.S. Baxter & Company as a way to ship lumber products out of Clinch
and Echols Counties in south Georgia without paying the high fees charged by the Plant
System. Opened for service in 1899, this line ran from Haylow and Valdosta, Georgia to
Jacksonville. In 1902, the line was purchased by the Southern Railway that in the same
year had acquired the Georgia, Southern & Florida Railway. The section of the track
from Grand Crossing in northwest Duval County to Jacksonville was sold by the
Southern Railway to the St. Johns River Terminal Company.

With the growing interest to extend rail service along the downtown water front, the City
Council granted a franchise to the St. Johns River Terminal Company to construct a line
from the foot of Catherine Street west along the river to Hogan Street. The terminal
company was owned by Walton Ferguson & Associates, who were also involved in the
Atlantic, Valdosta and Western Railroad that entered the city in 1899. In 1902, the St.
Johns Terminal Company came under the ownership of the Southern Railway as part of
the purchase of the Atlantic, Valdosta and Western Railroad. With most of the docks
along Downtown Jacksonville being in private ownership, which jeopardized continued
federal support for port improvements, the Board of Trade was able to petition the State
Legislature to pass an enabling act for a bond issue to construct municipally owned docks
and terminals. In January of 1913, a $1,500,000 bond issue was approved by the voters
that established a Port Commission.'* The Port Commission acquired 144 acres along
Talleyrand Avenue near the present intersection with East Eighth Street. Starting in
1914, a mile of swampy river front property was filled to prepare for the construction of
two 260 feet wide piers that extended 1000 feet into the river. The St. Johns Terminal
Company extended lines to serve the new port and industrial area that developed along
Talleyrand Avenue.

Twentieth Century

Railroad Depots and Jacksonville Terminal

Before the establishment of the Jacksonville Terminal Company and the construction of a
central station, each of the rail lines serving Jacksonville had its own depot. The first
railroad in Jacksonville, the Florida, Atlantic & Gulf Central Railroad, had a simple
uncovered platform near the intersection of West Adams Street and Clay Street in the
west part of downtown. After the Civil War, their depot moved to the foot of North Julia

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Street. Arriving in Jacksonville in 1881, the Savannah, Florida & Western Railroad had a
depot just east of the Broad Street (Riverside Avenue) Viaduct along the river front with
a spur providing access to a long dock for loading freight from river boats. Both the
Plant Systern and the Florida East Coast Railroad operated steam boats along the St.
Johns River that supplemented train transportation. Coming from the north, the

. Fernandina & Jacksonville Railroad constructed a depot on East Bay Street just west of

Hogans Creek. The Jacksonville, Tampa, & Key West Railroad and the Jacksonville, St.
Augustine and Halifax River Railroad had depots located near the mouth of McCoys
Creek. The Florida Railway & Navigation Company moved the depot of the old Florida,
Atlantic & Gulf Central Railroad from the foot of Julia Street to the foot of Hogan Street.
The company opened a belt line in 1886 that allowed passenger trains from the
Fernandina & Jacksonville, now owned by the Florida Railway & Navigation Company,
to use the North Hogan Street depot. The belt created a continuous rail loop along the
waterfront.

The idea of developing a central terminal serving several railroad companies began to
be discussed in the 1880°s when Jacksonville was served by multiple lines each with
their own depot. This setup was operationally inefficient while being inconvenient
for passengers. In an effort to develop a union station for the city, the Jacksonville
Terminal Company was established in 1893 by Henry M. Flagler (Jacksonville, St.
Augustine & Halifax River Railroad), Henry B. Plant (Savannah, Florida & Western
Railway), and H. R. Duval (Florida Central & Peninsular Railroad). Flagler served as
president, with Plant, vice-president, H.R. Duval, treasurer and J.R. Parrott as
secretary.

The site for the new union station along the south side of West Bay Street required
diverting the channel of McCoy’s Creek and filling adjacent marshes with 300,000
cubic yards of dirt. The filled creek bed and surrounding marshes required the
driving of 2,100 piles to a depth of 70 feet in order to provide a solid foundation for
the station and rails. With construction slowed by a hurricane in 1894, the new
terminal that opened on January 15, 1897 featured a long fagade along West Bay
Street framed by two towers covered with clay tiles. This Italian Renaissance Style
station, designed by W. B. Howe and built by S.S. Leonard, also had an enormous
train shed one-fifth of a mile long and 520 feet wide. When completed the new
station covered 325” x 120°’. By 1900, nearly two million people were passing
through the Union Station every year, a number that increased to two and a half
million by 1910, which was three times the state’s population at the time. By 1912,
the station handled approximately ninety-two trains a day.16

As a result, there grew a public outcry for a new larger train facility in Jacksonville
that culminated in the construction of the Jacksonville Terminal completed in 1919.

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After defeating attempts by the City of Jacksonville to have the terminal relocated to
the west side of North Myrtle Avenue, the Jacksonville Terminal Company began
construction of a new two million-dollar railroad facility which incorporated the 1897
terminal. The participating companies included the Florida East Coast Railroad, the
Seaboard Airline Railroad, Atlantic Coastline Railroad, the Southern Railway, and
the Georgia, Southern, and Florida Railroad. Winning a nationwide competition, New
York architect, Kenneth M. Murchison was contracted to design the building that was
constructed by Irwin & Leighton of Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. Murchison borrowed
heavily from New York’s Pennsylvania Station in the design for the new Jacksonville
Terminal. Fronted by fourteen massive limestone columns over forty-two feet high,
the mammoth new terminal opened at midnight on November 18, 1919. At the time
of its opening, the Jacksonville Terminal was the largest such facility in the south.

By the 1940’s, the Jacksonville Terminal was handling as many as 142 trains daily
and over 20,000 passengers. During the peak year of 1944 in the midst of extensive
wartime travel, the station handled 40,000 trains and over ten million passengers.

Before it finally closed in 1974, the Jacksonville Terminal had been visited by nearly
every U.S. President since Warren G. Harding, as well as numerous screen and stage
stars, and a variety of celebrities from the Duke and Duchess of Windsor to gangster,
Al Capone. Many of the trains that frequented the Jacksonville Terminal also became
celebrities in their own right including the Silver Meteor, Silver Star, South Wind,
Flamingo, Dixie Flyer, Florida Special, Champion, and of course the Orange
Blossom Special, the first fully air conditioned coach. The Jacksonville Terminal was
also served by the Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive, #1504 which was placed in
service in 1919 operating along the main line between Richmond and Jacksonville.
After thirty-three years of service, #1504 was retired in 1952 and displayed in front of
the Atlantic Coast Line headquarters in Downtown Jacksonville in 1960. In 1986, the
locomotive was donated to the City of Jacksonville by CSX Railroad and relocated to
its current site behind the Prime Osborn III Convention Center (Jacksonville Terminal
Compl»&:x).'7

Another significant part of Jacksonville’s illustrious railroad history was the opening
of the Seaboard Airline Railroad Shops along North McDuff Avenue. Having
insufficient space at the nearby Honeymoon Yards, Seaboard Airline Railroad
announced plans in 1907 for the construction of extensive shop facilities on a 95 acre
site west of North McDuff Avenue and north of Warrington Street in the Lackawanna
neighborhood. Construction of the yards, which reportedly cost $1,200,000, involved
a workforce of 1,000 masons, carpenters, and metal workers. The yards included a
roundhouse that could serve up to ten locomotives, a 10,000 ton coal storage facility,

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and nine large support buildings housing a passenger & car shop, car wheel & axle
shop, and a 1,000’ x 28’ transfer and office structure. The yards were designed by
H.N. McCrary, a civil engineer with the railroad and constructed by C.D. Elliott
Company of Hickory, North Carolina and W.T. Hadlow Company of Jacksonville.
McCrary was responsible for the design of other yards including shops in Tampa, the
Wildwood Yards and the Baldwin Yards that opened in 1924."%

A significant development that consolidated Jacksonville’s reputation as one of the major
rail centers in the South, was the relocation of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad’s national
headquarters from Wilmington, North Carolina to the river city. The headquarters had
been located in Wilmington since 1902 and had been previously used by the Wilmington
Weldon Railroad, the parent company of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad. The
Wilmington location became increasingly inconvenient as the Atlantic Coast Line
operations moved more to the south. Movement of the headquarters to Jacksonville
involved the relocation of over 1,000 company employees that made the city home. The
relocation was accompanied by the construction of a new headquarters building along the
waterfront in Downtown Jacksonville. The fifteen story building, which was designed by
Jacksonville architectural firm of Kemp, Bunch & Jackson, opened in 1960, significantly
contributing to the riverfront redevelopment initiative of Mayor Haydon Burns. With
later mergers, the building served as headquarters for the Seaboard Coast Line Railroad,
and currently houses the national office of the CSX Railroad."® The building continues to
be a significant part of the downtown skyline.

SIGNIFICANCE OF PROPOSED LANDMARK AS RELATED TO
DESIGNATION CRITERIA:

A. Its value as a significant reminder of the cultural, historical, architectural, or
archaeological heritage of the City, state or nation.

Manufactured in 1919 by the American Locomotive Company in Richmond,
Virginia, Atlantic Coast Line Locomotive #1504 has significance as one of the few
remaining engines constructed under the direction of the United States Railroad
Administration, and has been recognized as the most original of the few examples
that remain. The outbreak of World War I put tremendous pressure on the nation’s
railroads in responding to the significant and rapid increase in shipping caused by
military and war related production. As a result, confusion and lack of cooperation
by private railroads slowed critical shipping of war supplies. In response, President
Wilson created the United States Railroad Administration (USRA) in December of
1917. Under William G. McAdoo, Secretary of the Treasury, the USRA took over

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the entire operation of the nation’s railroad network. With the cooperation and
assistance of the private companies, the USRA was responsible for consolidating
terminal facilities, coordinating traffic routes, improving rolling stock and equipment,
as well as arranging union wage settlements. By May of 1918, the USRA was
shipping 625,000 soldiers every month using 9,000 special trains. The establishment
and operation of the USRA represented, “the most drastic exercise of federal power in
the economic realm”, but was successful due to the active involvement and
cooperation of the private railroad companies.”

A written program honoring the listing of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad as a
National Historic Mechanical Engineering Landmark (October 23, 1990) stated, “one
of the enduring legacies of the USRA was the production of standard designs for
steam locomotives and rolling stock for universal use by many of this nation’s
railroads”. Before the development and use of standard designs, railroad companies
would have rolling stock customized for specific needs and situations which
discouraged standardization of parts. The USRA established a committee represented
by eleven railroad companies and three locomotive manufactures to develop
specifications based on proven engine design while incorporating new technologies in
order to produce well balanced, durable, and practical locomotives. A total of 1,856
locomotives, including ACL #1504, were designed or fabricated during the war using
these standard plans, which continued to be extensively used after the war for the
manufacturing of steam engines.

ACL Locomotive #1504 shares a common history with the Jacksonville Terminal
starting with the same 1919 birthday. Fronted by fourteen massive limestone
columns over forty-two feet high, the mammoth new terminal opened at midnight on
November 18, 1919. At the time of its opening, the Jacksonville Terminal was the
largest such facility in the south. By the 1940’s, the Jacksonville Terminal was
handling as many as 142 trains daily and over 20,000 passengers. During the peak
year of 1944 in the midst of extensive wartime travel, the station handled 40,000
trains and over ten million passengers. From approximately 1920 to 1939, ACL
#1504 hauled 10 to 12 passenger cars along the main line between Richmond,
Virginia and Jacksonville reaching speeds of 70 to 80 mph. Over its twenty years of
passenger service, ACL Locomotive #1504 was associated with many famous trains
such as the Miamian, the Florida Special, the Palmetto Limited, Southland, the South
Wind, and Dixie Flyer. Around 1939 and 40, ACL Locomotive #1504 was taken out
of passenger service, and used for fast freight service in the Tampa area. It was
finally retired in 1952, and mothballed until placed in front of the new Atlantic Coast
Line Railroad building in 1960. Starting in the 1930s and accelerating after World
War II, the steam locomotives were replaced with diesel-electric powered engines.

The program of the National Mechanical Engineering Landmark aptly stated that,
“ACL #1504 is the only remaining original United States Railroad Administration
(USRA) locomotive in its essentially as-built condition”. ACL #1504 is the best
remaining example of the P-S-A Pacific Passenger Engine designed and
manufactured under the USRA program. A total of 81 locomotives of this model
were manufactured with the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad owning 70. Also known as
the “light Pacific”, the P-S-A 12 standard design was the most common passenger
design prepared under USRA direction. Most locomotives at the time were described
by their wheels with the P-S-A Pacific Passenger Engine, which was reflected in the
design of ACL #1504, having four wheels in the pilot truck at the front, six main
drive wheels and two wheels at the trailing truck under the cab, thus the number of 4-
6-2. The “light Pacific” provided a smooth and easy ride, particularly over flat terrain
common in Florida. Although primarily used with passenger trains, the “light
Pacific” could haul up to 50 to 60 freight cars, and could reach speeds up to 100 mph.

The ACL Locomotive#1504 was the last of its kind to be taken out of operation. Not
too many years after being mothballed, ACL #1504 was selected by Atlantic Coast
Line president, Champion Davis for restoration based on the recommendation of John
W. Hawthorne, head of the ACL Mechanical Department. After being restored, the
engine was put in a place of honor in front of the new ACL headquarters building in
Jacksonville. Relocated in 1986 to the grounds of the Prime Osborn Convention
Center, ACL #1504 was further recognized by being listed as a National Historic
Mechanical Engineering Landmark on October 23, 1990. The designation of ACL
#1504 by the American Society of Mechanical Engineering is part of their program to
recognize landmarks that “represent a progressive step in the evolution of mechanical

engineering”.*!

G. Its suitability for preservation or restoration.

As previously stated, ACL Locomotive #1504 represents the most originally intact of
the few remaining USRA engines in existence, and is essentially in its as built
condition. The few alterations to its original design included the headlight, tender
trucks, and pilot truck wheels, but has its original or similar designed piping
arrangement, tender, cab, domes, driving wheels, coal pusher, non-lifting injectors,

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trailing trucks, running boards, and pilot.?? ACL #1504 was selected for preservation
and restoration since it represented a unique period in railroad history and is for the
most part in its original condition. After being relocated to the Prime Osborn
Convention Center, the locomotive received a $75,000. restoration, and was again
repainted in 1998.2 Although needing some repairs and repainting, ACL
Locomotive #1504 is mechanical sound and intact. Members of the Florida Railroad
Company, Inc., the North Florida Chapter of the National Railway Historical Society,
Inc., and the Southeast Chapter of the Railway & Locomotive Historical Society not
only sought the landmark designation, but are also committed to ensuring the long-
term care of this significant piece of railroad history as well as promoting its
significance within the community.
