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RULES AMENDMENT

The Rules Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2009-654:
(1) On page 1, line 1, after “Mayor” insert “and the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission.”

(2) On page 2, lines 16-31 and page 3, lines 1-7, strike “WAIVING SECTIONS 122.421 THROUGH 122.429, ORDINANCE CODE, REQUIRING (I) THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION TO COORDINATE ALL CITY PROPERTY SALES, (II) A DECLARATION BY COUNCIL THAT THE LAND IS SURPLUS TO THE CITY’S NEEDS, (III) COMPETITIVE BIDDING, (IV) NOTICE TO COUNCIL MEMBERS BEFORE ISSUING ANY REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS, AND (V) DEPOSIT OF SALES PROCEEDS INTO THE RECREATION LANDS AND PARKS ACQUISITION AND MAINTENANCE TRUST FUND; PROVIDING THAT THE REASON FOR THE FOREGOING WAIVER IS THAT (A) THE SALE IS BEING ADMINISTERED BY THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION AS PROVIDED IN RESOLUTION 98-388-A, (B) THE LAND IS PART OF CECIL COMMERCE CENTER NORTH, THE SOLE PURPOSE OF WHICH IS THE DEVELOPMENT AND SALE OF CITY-OWNED LAND TO THIRD PARTIES, AND (C) DEVELOPER PLANS TO CONSTRUCT A 143,500 SQUARE FOOT LITHIUM ION BATTERY MANUFACTURING FACILITY AT CECIL COMMERCE CENTER AND CREATE APPROXIMATELY 279 NEW JOBS WITHIN 84 MONTHS OF COMPLETION OF SUCH CONSTRUCTION; and insert “Deposit into Cecil Field trust fund; Exemption pursuant to Section 122.421(g) Ordinance Code.”;

(3) On page 6, line 12 strike “now therefore” and insert “and”;

(4) On page 6, line 12-1/2 insert a new paragraph to read as follows:

“
WHEREAS, on August 13, 2009, the JEDC approved a resolution in support of this ordinance, said Resolution of the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission being labeled ‘Resolution August 13, 2009,’and attached hereto as Exhibit 3, labeled as “Exhibit 3, JEDC Resolution, August 31, 2009 – Rules”, now therefore”; 
(5) On page 8, line 1 insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2. JEDC Resolution. The Resolution of the JEDC requesting that the City Council approve the Economic Development Agreement and the Purchase and Sale Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit 3”;
(6) On page 10, lines 3-4 delete “, labeled as “Exhibit 2”, B.T. 09-164, August 5, 2009”;
(7) On page 10, lines 7 and 9, strike “$4,300,000” and insert “$1,000,000”;
(8) On page 11, lines 7-26, strike the current Section 8, and replace it with the following:
“Section 9.
Exemption pursuant to Section 122.421(g) Ordinance Code.  Except as provided in Section 122.421(g), Ordinance Code, the sale, lease or other transfer (the "sale") of all real property and interests in real property by the City shall be made in accordance with the procedures established by this Subpart B of Part 4, Section 122, Ordinance Code. Pursuant to Section 122.421(g), the property comprising the Project (the “Property”) is exempt from the procedures established by Subpart B because the Property is located at Cecil Commerce Center and the sale of the Property is being approved by enacted ordinance.”;
(9) On page 13, line 10, strike “ninety (90)” and insert “one hundred eighty (180)”;

(10) Attach Exhibit 3 to file number 2009-654, attached hereto, and incorporated herein;
(11) Renumber all sections accordingly;
(12) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

COMMISSION (“JEDC™) SUPPORTING A PURCHASE AND SALE
AGREEMENT (“PURCHASE AGREEMENT™) AND RELATED CLOSING
DOCUMENTS BETWEEN SAFT AMERICA, INC. (“*COMPANY”), THE CITY
OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE JEDC; REQUESTING THE CITY COUNCIL
TO ENACT LEGISLATION AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF
APPROXIMATELY 12+ ACRES OF CITY OWNED PROPERTY AT CECIL
COMMERCE CENTER TO THE COMPANY; APPROVING AND ADOPTING
AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (“DEVELOPMENT
AGREEMENT”) AMONG SAFT AMERICA, INC., THE CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE (*CITY”) AND THE JEDC; REQUESTING THE CITY
COUNCIL TO ENACT LEGISLATION (1) RECOMMENDING THAT THE
COMPANY BE APPROVED BY THE STATE OF FLORIDA’S OFFICE OF
TOURISM, TRADE AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AS A QUALIFIED

REDEVELOPMENT BONUS REFUND TO THE COMPANY AND
CONFIRMING THAT THE SITE OF THE PROJECT IS WITHIN A
BROWNFIELD AREA AS PREVIOUSLY ESTABLISHED BY THE CITY, (4)
AUTHORIZING A RECAPTURE ENHANCED VALUE (REY) GRANT IN A
NOT TO EXCEED AMOUNT OF 83,300,000, (5) AUTHORIZING A
COUNTYWIDE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT FUND (CEDF) GRANT IN A
NOT TO EXCEED AMOUNT OF $1,000,000 AND (6) AUTHORIZING A PUBLIC
SERVICE TAX EXEMPTION IN A NOT TO EXCEED AMOUNT OF $550,000;
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE JEDC, OR HIS
DESIGNEE, TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS AND TAKE
FURTHER ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS
RESOLUTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Company is proposing to construct a LEED-cerufied showcase facihity that will
produce industnial lithium 1on batteries; and

WHEREAS, the Company will create 279 new jobs with projected wages in cxcess of 115% of
the state average; and

WHEREAS, thc Company’s total capital investment will be approximately $122,800,000; and

WHEREAS, in conncction with the creation of such jobs, the Company qualifies as a QTI
business under the QTT program, and
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WHEREAS, the JEDC has considered the Company’s request and has determined that a QTI
Refund, a REV Grant, and a CEDF Grant in accordance with the attached Project Summary will
cnable the Company to locate in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the JEDC does hereby find and determine that the Project is consistent with the
goals of the City in that the Project will, among other things:

1. support sustainable job growth by creating 279 new full-ume positions generating
an annual payroll of approximately $12.5 million;

support the Mayor’s and the JEDC’s objective to recruit and expand higher wage
jobs;

support small business through increased local consumer expenditures and local
spending by the company, and

4. contribute to Duval County’s tax base, mncluding new tax revenues for the public
school system, through a private capital investment of $122.8 mullion;

5. allow for the expansion of a targeted industry; Specialized Manufacturing; and

WHEREAS, the JEDC wishes to support tax refunds for the Company in the maximum amount

avuailable under Section 288.106, Florida Statutes. relating to QTI businesses (the “QTI
Refunds™); and

WHEREAS, the City 1s required to fund 20% of thc amount of QTI Refunds up to $474,300 of
“local financial support”, or such lesser amount as shall equal 20% of the QTT Refunds finally
authonzed and actually paid by the State 1n connection with the Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Company desires to utilize land within the Ceci]l Commerce Center more

specifically consisting of approximately 12+ acres to construct said facility representing; now,
therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission:

Section 1. The JEDC finds that the recitals set forth above arc true and correct and arc
incorporated herein by this reference.

Section2.  The JEDC, for and on behalf of the City, hereby recommends to the State of
Florida Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development that the Company be approved as
a “qualified target industry business” pursuant to Section 288.106, Florida Statutes.
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Section 3. The Jacksonville Economic Development Commission recommends and requests
the City Council to authorize a Qualified Targeted Industry Tax Refund, a Recapture Enhanced
Value Grant, a Countywide Econonuc Development Fund Grant, and a Public Service Tax
Excmption in accordance with the attached Project Summary and Economic Development
Agrcement, subject 10 such changes and modifications as deemed necessary by the JEDC and
Cuy Council.  Any changes to such documents deemed necessary by JEDC staft or the City
Council which do not increase the JEDC’s costs are hercby authorized without the need for
{further approval by the Commussion.

Section 4. The Jacksonville Economic Development Commission recommends and requests
the City Council to authorize the sale of land at Cecil Commerce Center in accordance with the
attached Project Summary and Purchasc and Sale Agrcemcnt, subject to such changes and
modifications as decmed nccessary by the JEDC and City Council. Any changes to such
documents deemed necessary by JEDC staff or the City Council which do not increase the City’s
or JEDC’s costs arc hereby authonzed without the need for further approval by the Commussion.

Section 5 The Exccutive Director of the JEDC, or his designee, is hereby authorized to
execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the JEDC, the Agreement and such other documents
necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this resolution and take, or cause to be

taken, for and on behalf of the JEDC, such further action to cffectuate the purpose of this
rcsolution.

Section 6. Incentives approved by the JEDC or any other board or agency of the City are not
binding upon either the JEDC or the City until such time as there is an exccuted Agreement
beiween the partics.

Section 7. This resolution shall become effective upon its approval by the JEDC this 13" day
ol August 2009,
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
