L. DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.17 acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for the
development of a project known as Timuquana Road PUD. The parcel shall allow for commercial uses. The
parcel is located on Timuquana Road, between Catoma Street and Ortega Farms Boulevard.

1. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site was previously developed fur commercial uses consistent with the current CCG-1 zoning category and residential
uses consistent with the RLD-60 zoming citegory.
