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ORDINANCE 2009-660
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.17 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 AT 5340 TIMUQUANA ROAD BETWEEN CATOMA STREET AND ORTEGA FARMS BOULEVARD AND OWNED BY PENA REALTY HOLDINGS COMPANY, LLC, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-60 (RLD-60) AND COMMERCIAL COMMUNITY/GENERAL-1 (CCG-1) DISTRICTS TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE TIMUQUANA ROAD PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2008C-019; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2008C-019 and companion land use Ordinance 2009-659; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2008C-019, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) and Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paul M. Harden, Esquire on behalf of Pena Realty Holdings Company, LLC, the owner of approximately 1.17 acres of certain real property in Council District 14, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 1.17 acres of land (R. E. No. 103243-0000) are located in Council District 14 at 5340 Timuquana Road between Catoma Street and Ortega Farms Boulevard, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Pena Realty Holdings Company, LLC.  The applicant listed in the application is Paul M. Harden, Esquire, with an address of 501 Riverside Avenue, Suite 501, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 and a telephone number of (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2008C-019, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) and Commercial Community/General-1 (CCG-1) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated June 10, 2009, and the site plan dated July 13, 2009 for the Timuquana Road PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, all as more specifically shown and described in written description and site plan.

Section 4.

Contingency.  This rezoning shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

L DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.17 acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for the
development of a project known as Timuquana Road PUD. The parcel shall allow for commercial uses. The
parcel is located on Timugquana Road, between Catoma Street and Ortega Farms Boulevard.

II. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site was previously developed for commercial uses consistent with the current CCG-1 zoning category and residential

uses consistent with the RLD-60 zoning category. The site shall also contain on-site parking as shown on the conceptual site
plan.

A, PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is CGC and LDR. The current zoning is CCG-1
and RLD-60. The purpose of the application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that is
consistent with the CGC category of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan. The project is the subject of a
Comprehensive Plan FLUM Amendment designated as 2008C-019.

1 Permitted Uses

The permuitted commercial uses on the site shall be as follows.

Q) Commercial retail sales and service establishments
@ Banks, including drive-thru tellers, savings and loan institutions, and similar uses.
3) Professional and business offices, buildings trades contractors that do not require outside storage or the use of heavy

machinery, ditching machines, tractors, bulldozers or other heavy construction equipment and similar uses.

@ Hotels and motels.

(%) Commercial indoor recreational or entertainment facilities such as bowling alleys, swimming pools, indoor skating
rinks, movie theaters, indoor facilities operated by a licensed pari-mutuel permit holder, and similar uses.

(6) Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios.

)] Vocational, trade or business schools and similar uses

(8 Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.
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Off-street commercial parking lots meeting the performance standards and criteria set forth in Part 4
Adult Congregate Living Facility (but not group care homes or residential treatment facilities).

An establishment or facility which includes the retail sale and service of beer or wine for off-premises consumption
or for on-premises conjunction with a restaurant.

Outside retail sales of holiday items, subject to the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part
4,

Wholesaling or distributorship businesses located within a retail shopping center (but not on an out-parcel or within
a stand-alone structure), provided such use is limited to 30 percent of the total gross square footage of the retail
shopping center of which the wholesaling use or activity is a part, and further provided there is no warehousing or

storage of products not directly associated with the wholesaling or distributorship businesses located on the
premises.

Assembly of components and light manufacturing when in conjunction with a retail sales or service establishment,
conducted without outside storage or display.

Filling or gas stations meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in Part 4.

This provision shall not supersede any other approvals or
requirements for such use found elsewhere in this Chapter or elsewhere in the Ordinance Code.

Q)] Sale, service and display, preparation and storage shall be conducted within a completely enclosed building, unless
otherwise provided for, and no more than 30 percent of the floor space shall be devoted to storage

2. Minimum Lot and Building Regquirements.

The site center shall be subject to the minimum lot requirements, lot coverage, yard requirements and height restrictions of
the CCG-1 zoning category.

3. Parking Requirements.

Parking and loading requirements of the City of Jacksonville, as set forth in the current Zoning Code for the CCG-1 Zoning
District, shall apply, except no parking shall be required in excess of the parking shown on the conceptual site plan.

4 Access, Internal and External Road Actvities.

Access, internal and external road activities and other traffic approvals shall be as shown on the conceptual site plan. The
final design of the access locations, internal and external road activities and traffic matters shall be subject to the review and
approval of the Planning Department

B. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Retention

If required, stormwater retention/detention system shall be designed and constructed in accordance with the
requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St. Johns River Water Management District.
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C. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

1. Tree Protection and Landscape Buffers

As the site was developed in whole prior to enactment of Part 12, the requirements of the City of Jacksonville
Code 656 Part 12 shall not apply.

2. Signage

The number, location, height and size of signage on the property shall be in accordance with the Sign Ordinance
of the City of Jacksonville for the current CCG-1 Zoning District.

D. SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the conditions of this PUD.

E. EXTERNAL COMPATIBILITY

l. Uses on or Near the Perimeter of the PUD

The zoning of surrounding lands to the north is CCG-1, to the east is CCG-1 and RL.D-60, to the east RMD-MH
and to the south PUD.

G. INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT
1 Proposed Use
The proposed PUD is an existing commercial business.

2. Availability of Utility Services

All utilities are available for the proposed PUD.

3. Access to and Suitability of Transportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located on Timuquana Road and has convenient access to Interstate 295 via 103 Street.
JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

1. The PUD application submitted herein should prove to reflect a development that will respond to the uses
and needs in the area.

2. The PUD application submitted conforms to the Goals, Objectives and Policies of the Jacksonville
Comprehensive Plan.

The proposed PUD allows for an efficient use of land in a commercial use.

4. Provides for public benefit and purpose through development of an infill location.
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
