L PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Swisher PUD consists of all of Block 26 of the New Springfield Plat, Plat Book 2, pages
69 and 70, public records of Duval County, Florida and contains approximately 1.928 acres
(hereinafter the “Property”). This city block is located just north of downtown Jacksonville
and east of Main Street, adjacent to the existing Swisher International plant. Specifically, the
Property lies north of East 17th Street, south of East 18™ Street and between Walnut and
Liberty Streets. The existing use of the Property is now vacant land with only one 900
square feet building remaining (located in southeast corner of Property). Surrounding uses
include single family dwellings to the north, south and west, and the Swisher plant to the
east. The city block is proposed to be used for off-street parking lots, construction of one or
more buildings, and/or surface water retention areas, which will allow expansion of the
operations at the Swisher plant.

) } USES AND RESTRICTIONS
A. Permitted Uses

1. Professional and business offices;

2. Warehousing, wholesaling, distribution and similar uses, and light
manufacturing, fabrication, assembling of components, research
laboratories, printing and similar uses, together with supporting
mechanical equipment and facilities;

3. Vocational, technical, trade or industrial schools and similar uses;
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4. Incidental retail sales associated with Swisher’s operations;
5. Gym or other fitness facilities for the use of Swisher employees only;

6. Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, telephone, stormwater
retention, natural gas, radio and electric, meeting the performance
standards and criteria set forth in Part 4 of the City Zoning Code;

7. Off-street parking lots to support the Swisher International 24/7
operations, but not public parking lots. If lit, lighting shall be designed
and installed so as to prevent glare or excessive light on adjacent
lands. All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be
prohibited. Nlumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed
one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c.””) when the building or parking areas
are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not exceed one (1.0)
f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties. All lighting lamp
sources within parking and pedestrian areas shall be metal halide or
compact fluorescent. The maximum light pole height in all parking
areas should not exceed thirty (30) feet. An exterior lighting design
plan for each project, including a photometrics plan, pole and fixtures
schedules shall be submitted at the time of verification of substantial
compliance for review and approval by the Planning and Development
Department.

Accessory Structures

Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of
the City Zoning Code,

Restrictions on Uses
1. All uses shall be conducted entirely within enclosed buildings.
2. No outside storage or similar activities shall be permitted.

3. Off-street loading facilities shall be visually screened from abutting
public streets.
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4. No storage, sales or service shall be permitted on off-street parking
lots.

Il DESIGN GUIDELINES
A. Lot Requirements:
1. Minimum lot area — 10,000 square feet;
2. Minimum lot width — 100 feet;
3. Maximum lot coverage by all buildings and structures — 90%;

4, Minimum yard requirements — Buildings are not to be located in the
following setback areas:
Front (facing Libenx Street) - twenty-five (25) feet;
Side (facing 17%/18™ Streets) — none;
Rear (facing Walnut Street) — none;

5. Maximum height of structures — thirty-five (35) feet, provided height
may be increased up to a maximum of forty-five (45) feet where the
side yard setbacks only (along East 17® and 18" Streets) are increased
by one (1) foot for each two (2) feet of building height in excess of
thirty-five (35) feet. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the maximum
height of a peaked roof, if constructed, may be forty-seven and one-
half (47.5) feet without any additional setback.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation

1. Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this
development shall be consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the
Zoning Code; provided, however, that parking to accommodate
structures on the Property may be located on other Swisher-owned
lands.

2. Vehicular Access. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of
driveway access points along Liberty, East 17® and East 18® Streets.
The final location of all access points is subject to the review and
approval of the City’s Traffic Engineers.
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3. Pedestrian Access. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks
installed in accordance with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan. In
addition, upon construction of building(s) on the Property and closure
of Walnut Street between East 17* and East 18" Streets, access shall
be by way of a bridge connection to Swisher’s building located to the
east of the Property.

C. Signs.

1. One (1) externally lighted double faced monument sign not to exceed
twenty-four (24) square feet in area and twelve (12) feet in height shall
be permitted on Liberty Street only.

2. Wall signs not to exceed five percent (5%) of the square footage of the
occupancy frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are
permitted facing Liberty Street only.

3. One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a
maximum of eight (8) square feet in area per sign, is permitted,
provided that any square footage used for an under-the-canopy sign
shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage for
wall signs on the building in question.

4, Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet in area and five
(5) feet in height.

D. Landscaping.

1. If the Property is developed with a building, then the attached
Landscaping Plan shall be complied with, including the following:

a. Along East 17" and East 18™ Streets within the side yard
setback areas, landscaping shall consist of continuous
evergreen shrubs, 24 inches at time of planting, to be
maintained at approximately 4-foot height at maturity.

b. Along East 17® and East 18" Streets between the sidewalks
and the street curbs, landscaping shall consist of one (1) three
inch caliper cathedral live oak or similar tree spaced forty (40)
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feet on center or palms shall be spaced twenty-five (25) feet on
center. The trees shall be approved by the Planning and
Development Department.

c. Along Liberty Street, landscaping shall consist of existing
mature trees along with additional landscape materials.

d. Fencing for security purposes, including eight-foot black vinyl
coated chain link, shall be permitted on all Property boundaries
where building walls do not exist.

2. If the Property is developed as a parking lot, a landscape plan which
meets the provisions of Part 12 of the Zoning Code shall be submitted
for review and approval by the Planning and Development Department
at the time of verification of substantial compliance. In addition, eight
foot fencing may consist of black vinyl coated chain link and must be
set back ten (10) feet from the Property boundary.

E. Utilities.

Water for domestic uses and sewer and electric will be provided by JEA. Water for
non-domestic uses shall be provided by wells located at Swisher’s plant in accordance
with its St. Johns River Water Management District permit.

F. Building Facades.

The building facades along Liberty Street and 17" and 18" Streets shall be consistent
with the attached Elevation Plan, provided, however, that the roof style may be
parapet, peaked, flat or other style not shown on said Elevation Plan. The elevations
of the proposed structure(s) along both East 17" Street and East 18% Street shall take
into account the urban setting of the surrounding areas. Along these two (2) street
frontages, an abstract approach incorporating traditional building materials to create
three-dimensional housing facades will be used. These facades will simulate the
vernacular character of the neighborhood, thus providing compatibility and sensitivity
to the scale of the surrounding community.

At Liberty Street, the building will be set back no less than twenty-five (25) feet to
preserve the existing mature trees. This area may not contain stormwater retention
areas or parking. Coupled with additional landscape plantings, this landscaped area
will act as a significant buffer and minimize the building’s impact to the West.
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IV. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all then existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing
the general layout of the overall Property.
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
