Bill Summary:  This bill states the City of Jacksonville’s support for the addition of 1,772 acres to the boundary of the Timucuan Ecological and Historic Preserve to protect the site of the Battle of Thomas Creek and the Thomas Creek Watershed.  The Chief of Legislative Service is directed to forward a copy of this legislation to the Northeast Florida Congressional Delegation.
Background Information:  The Thomas Creek Battlefield is the site of the southernmost engagement between American and British soldiers on the continent during the American Revolutionary War, and the United States Congress has listed it as one of eight sites of significant historic interest in Duval County to be protected.  The Thomas Creek Watershed has been identified for protection because of its biodiversity, open space and recreation potential, wetlands, natural uplands, and water resources.  The addition of 1,772 acres to the Preserve would allow Congress the ability to appropriate funds for acquisition of these lands, and the State of Florida has identified these acres as a critical link and corridor between conservation lands owned by the City, the St. Johns River Water Management District, and the National Park Service.
