BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby support the designation of Mayport Village as a Preserve America Community.  The Mayport Village Community Development Corporation will apply for the designation of Mayport Village as a Preserve America Community.  The Jacksonville City Council encourages the protection and celebration of the heritage, use of the historic assets for economic development and community revitalization, and encourages people to experience and appreciate local historic resources through education and heritage tourism programs.
