PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

To authorize the City of Jacksonville to appropriate $574,622.00 from the Department of Labor (DOL) to the Recreation & Community Services Department to fund the YouthBuild Program.  The program will provide an opportunity for disadvantaged youthful offenders age 16 – 24 to earn a GED, job development, learn vocational and life skills while increasing the supply of affordable housing in Duval County, through our construction program.  The grant period is 7/1/09 – 6/30/12.

The Youthbuild Program has evolved into one of the most effective programs operated by the Recreation & Community Services Department.  The participants (male age 16-24) in the program have gained both educational and developmental skills that provide the citizens of Jacksonville low-income community with affordable housing.  They also have the opportunity to take control of their lives in a meaningful way beyond incarceration.  In addition, Youthbuild has formed a partnership with Habijax, Housing Partnership of Jacksonville and similar organizations.
