Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $95,000 from the Handicapped Parking Fines Trust Fund to the Military Affairs, Veterans and Disabled Services Division.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds to the 2010-2011 fiscal year.  Said division is required to file a report with the Office of Council Auditor every 6 months on the status of the appropriated funds.
Background Information:  The appropriation is made to continue the provision of miscellaneous and emergency client assistance to persons with disabilities, as well as sponsorship of various community activities for which the purpose is to improve the accessibility, awareness, and quality of life for people with disabilities.  Funded items include interpreting services, emergency assistance, special events, smoke detectors for the hearing impaired, wheelchair repairs, construction of wheelchair ramps, and home modification.  Information on file states that the appropriation is funded entirely from revenues already deposited and posted to the Handicapped Parking Fines Trust Fund via the Tax Collector.
