Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $235,000 form the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for the construction of a multi-use trail connecting the Cecil Field Trail to the Jax Baldwin Trail, as initiated by B.T. 09-162; proves for a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2010-2011; authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a Local Agency Program Agreement between the City and FDOT; amends the 2009-2014 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2009-513-E, to increase funding for the “Cecil Field Trail to Jax-Baldwin Trail” project.
Background:  The trail will be used for hiking, biking and horseback riding.
