AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT – RECOVERY (“CDBG-R”) FUNDING PROGRAM AND BUDGET FOR THE 2009-2010 FISCAL YEAR, AS AUTHORIZED BY THE AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT OF 2009 (ARRA); ESTABLISHING A REVENUE FUND ACCOUNT FOR CDBG-R PROGRAM FUNDS; APPROPRIATING $1,817,335 IN CDBG-R PROGRAM FUNDS TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT FOR AUTHORIZING AND FUNDING (1) A GREEN WORKFORCE TRAINING PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITY REHABILITATION CENTER, INC. ($136,300), (2) A GREEN JOBS INITIATIVE PROGRAM FOR THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY ($136,300), (3) A JANITORIAL/ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAM FOR CLARA WHITE MISSION, INC. ($128,800), (4) A KITCHEN CONVERSION/BAKERY PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITY CONNECTIONS OF JACKSONVILLE, INC. ($49,740), (5) A GREEN WORKFORCE PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITY REHABILITATION CENTER, INC. ($259,461) (6) AN EXPANSION OF BUSINESS INCUBATOR PROGRAM FOR FRESH MINISTRIES, INC. ($925,000) AND (7) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS OF THE HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT ($181,734), ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-167; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; PROVIDING FOR FURTHER COUNCIL ACTION IF REVENUE DIFFERS; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE AWARDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development awards to local governments Community Block Development Grant - Recovery (“CDBG-R”) Program funds, as authorized by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), and the local government may further award the CDBG-R funds to recipient organizations to implement the CDBG-R Program; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the CDBG-R Program is to provide public service activities and public facilities and improvement activities that maximize job creation and economic benefit, principally for low and moderate income persons; and

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is expected to receive $1,817,335 in CDBG-R funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development on or about October 1, 2009, and these monies require appropriation; and
WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (the “Commission”) has been designated as the agency to provide oversight and guidance to the City of Jacksonville’s Housing and Neighborhoods Department, Community Development Division; and the Commission shall make recommendations on all agreements for programs entered into for and on behalf of the City as set forth in Section 55.203, Ordinance Code; and
WHEREAS, the Commission has engaged in an application process and awarded contract(s) to community services providers for a portion of the anticipated CDBG-R funding pending receipt and appropriation of the CDBG-R funds from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, according to the action taken by the Commission as set forth in the certified minutes excerpt of its August 18, 2009 regular meeting, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, for certain of the appropriations and authorizations relating to the CDBG-R funded programs; and
WHEREAS, the appropriations and authorizations requested herein are as set forth in the CDBG-R Activity Data Spreadsheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  
Revenue Fund Account Established.
There is hereby established a Revenue Fund account into which all proceeds and program income pursuant to programs funded from revenues made available by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development under the CDBG-R Program, shall be made, and accrued interest earned shall be deposited, and from which funds shall only be disbursed for use in accordance with federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations, using forms and procedures developed by the Housing and Neighborhoods Department (or other applicable City Department) within approved budget limits.
Section 2.

Appropriation.  There is hereby appropriated the sum of $1,817,335 to the City of Jacksonville for award of CDBG-R Program funds made pursuant to the Commission’s application process relating to the CDBG-R Program; and the City of Jacksonville is authorized to enter into federal program contracts as appropriate and expend those funds in accordance with awards identified in B.T. 09-167.  The sum of $1,817,335 is hereby appropriated from the indicated sums in the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b): (B.T. 09-167, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, and made a part hereof):

Section 3. 
Carryover of Funds.  At the end of the federal fiscal year 2009-2010, the funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds through fiscal year 2010-2011.


Section 4.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 2 above is to expend the CDBG-R funding received from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, as authorized by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA), for the CDBG-R Program, a program which preserves and creates jobs and promotes economic benefit and recovery.  In keeping with that purpose, funding is awarded for the following public service and public facilities and improvements activities: (1) a Green Workforce Training Program for Community Rehabilitation Center, Inc. ($136,300), (2) a Green Jobs Initiative Program for the Jacksonville Housing Authority ($136,300), (3) a Janitorial/Environmental Program for Clara White Mission, Inc. ($128,800), (4) a Kitchen Conversion/Bakery Program for Community Connections of Jacksonville, Inc. ($49,740), (5) a Green Workforce Program for Community Rehabilitation Center, Inc. ($259,461) (6) Expansion of Business Incubator Program for Fresh Ministries, Inc. ($925,000) and (7) administrative costs of the Housing and Neighborhoods Department ($181,734). 

Section 5.

Further Council Action.  If the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development approves a different allocation of funds than is appropriated by this Ordinance, then the Mayor shall submit a supplementary budget to City Council for approval in accordance with the actual allocation received.  The Mayor’s transfer authority is limited to the amounts within the respective program line items set forth in Exhibit 2, and transfers of funds from program to program are prohibited without prior approval by City Council.


Section 6.

Execution of Documents.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 4 above.  Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 "Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations," Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 "Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations," and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the CDBG-R grant monies) in accordance with OMB Circular A-110, then the provisions of chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s CDBG-R contracts to be awarded to recipients.  To the extent that a particular award/program does not require compliance with OMB Circulars A-110 or A-122, or 24 CFR Part 84, then compliance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, will instead be required.

Section 7. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Referring to the Community Development Block Grant - Recovery

(CDBG-R) award funding list, a copy of which is attached

hereto and by this reference made a part hereof, Ms. Greger

stated that the department was awarded $1.8M of Stimulus Funds

by formula allocation from U.S. HUD. This particular funding

is focused on job creation and economic development with an

emphasis on jobs that promote energy conservations, smart

growth, green building and reduced pollution emissions.

The City of Jacksonville will meet the objectives of the CDBG-

R Program by funding the following types of activities:

e Public Service Activities - A maximum of 15% of the CDBG-
R funds will be used to provide two public service
activities. The goal is for public service activities to
create at least 150 jobs and retain at least 4 jobs.
® Public Facilities and Improvement Activities - 70% of

CDBG-R funds will provide funding for capital projects.
The goal for this activity is to create 506 jobs and
retain at least 292 jobs.

At least 90% of the grant amount will benefit persons of low

and moderzte income. The remaining 10% of the funds will be

retained by the department to cover administrative expenses.

Ms. Greger stated that staff executed a competitive
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solicitation process through an accelerated cycle. After the
ranking and scoring process, staff recommended a list of
proposed projects to be considered for award of these funds.
Ms. Greger stated that there will be over 600 jobs created by
this type of funding and recommends approval of the awarded
list of agencies in order to go through the legislative
process for approval and appropriation of funding. Discussion
ernsued about monitoring, administrative costs and leveraged
funds from other sources and Mr. Browdy made a motion to
approve the following agencies for funding with the CDBG-R
Program and authorizes staff to take action through the
legislative process:
