AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE CITY’S ANNUAL BUDGET; ESTABLISHING A TENTATIVE BUDGET PROCESS TO BE INITIATED BY RESOLUTION BY MAY 1ST OF EACH YEAR AND CONCLUDED BY JUNE 30TH OF EACH YEAR; AMENDING SUBPART A (BUDGETS AND BUDGET ORDINANCES; MILLAGE LEVY) OF CHAPTER 106 (BUDGET) BY ENACTING A NEW SECTION 106.200 (TENTATIVE GENERAL GOVERNMENT BUDGET) TO ESTABLISH THE TENTATIVE BUDGET PROCESS; AMENDING SECTION 106.201 (TIME OF SUBMISSION) TO CHANGE ITS TITLE TO “FINAL ANNUAL BUDGET; TIME OF SUBMISSION” AND TO REFLECT THAT IT ADDRESSES THE FINAL ANNUAL BUDGET; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the budget process of the City of Jacksonville does not provide sufficient time and opportunity for the Council to research, analyze and provide input on millage rates and expenditures; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the establishment of a tentative budgetary process, well in advance of the final budgetary process, will afford the Council the opportunity research, analyze and provide responsible input on millage rates and expenditures; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Tentative budget process established.  Subpart A (Budgets and Budget Ordinances; Millage Levy) of Part 2 (Budgets), Chapter 106 (Budget and Accounting Code) is amended by enacting a new Section 106.200 (Tentative General Government Budget) to read as follows:

CHAPTER 106 BUDGET AND ACCOUNTING CODE

PART 2 BUDGETS
SUBPART A.  BUDGETS AND BUDGET ORDINANCES; MILLAGE LEVY

Section 106.200. Tentative General Government Budget.


(a)
Time of Submission.  The Mayor shall submit, by resolution, a tentative annual budget proposal for the general government to the Council by filing same with Legislative Services no later than May 1st, unless the Council by resolution fixes another date.  The Mayor may address the Council at or about the time of submission. 

(b)
Contents.  The tentative annual budget resolution of the general government shall recognize the City's anticipated revenues, including an anticipated ad valorem tax rate, expenses, contingencies and reserves. The tentative annual budget proposals of the general government shall be composed of two parts, an operating budget and a capital improvement budget that demonstrate and articulate the revenues and expenses anticipated to be included in the final annual budget. 


(c)
Council Action.  The Council shall, no later than June 30th, act on the tentative annual budget resolution, providing guidance to the Mayor as to the proposed millage rate for that year, and the general government expenditures.   

Section 2.  Section 106.201 Amended.  Section 106.201 (Time of Submission) is amended to alter its title and to reflect that it addresses the final annual budget and shall read as follows:

Section 106.201.  Final Annual Budget; Time of submission.


(a)  The Mayor shall submit the final annual budget proposal for the general government to the Council by filing a copy with Legislative Services no later than July 15, unless the Council by resolution fixes another date. The annual budget proposal shall be accompanied by the Mayor's budget message, by a proposed budget ordinance and by the capital improvement program and a projection of forecasted General Fund revenues and expenditures for the four years immediately following the succeeding year's budget proposal. The Mayor shall comment on the anticipated future problems and opportunities facing the City of Jacksonville that surfaces from these projections.

3.   Section 106.110 amended.  Section 106.110 (Mid-year budget/end-of-year analysis/review), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
Section 106.110. 
Mid-year budget/end-of-year analysis/review.
(a)   By no later than May 15 of each fiscal year, the Director of Administration and Finance, through the Mayor, shall provide to the City Council Finance Committee a mid-year forecast (a "Mid-Year Forecast") of the then current fiscal year's budget versus actual operating results (each as of March 31 of the then current fiscal year) for the General Fund and any other significant operating funds facing material fiscal year-end challenges and/or difficulties. Each Mid-Year Forecast shall include, at a minimum:

(b)   The City Council Finance Committee shall schedule a separate, specific City Council Finance Committee meeting to review the Mid-Year Forecast, and the appropriate individuals from each applicable Department and/or Agency shall be made available to address any questions by the City Council Finance Committee members.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
