AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, ACTING ON BEHALF OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO), AND THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE OVERTIME FUNDING FOR POLICE OFFICERS WORKING SECURITY DURING MILITARY CARGO DEPLOYMENTS AT THE BLOUNT ISLAND TERMINAL DURING THE PERIOD FROM JUNE 1, 2009, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2011; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, an agreement between the City of Jacksonville, acting on behalf of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, and the Jacksonville Port Authority, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, to provide overtime funding for police officers working security during military cargo deployments at the Blount Island terminal during the period from June 1, 2009, through September 30, 2011. 


Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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AGREEMENT

This Agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) is made and entered into as of the
day of 2009 by and between the City of Jacksonville, acting on behalf of the
Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (hereinafter “JSO”) and the Jacksonville Port Authority
(hereinafter “JAXPORT™) for police security services at JAXPORT locations.

WHEREAS, JAXPORT desires to have JSO provide such security services for the
Homeland Security operations as defined in this Agreement at Blount Island Marine Terminal
and;

WHEREAS, it is understood and agreed by the parties that such services will be provided
by JSO wtilizing police officers and supervisors on an overtime basis paid at such corresponding
hourly rates.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:
L DEFINITIONS:

A. “Police Officer” and “Supervisor” mean sworn JSO officers with full
police powers and authority

B. “Services” means those services assigned to JSO pursuant to that
Statement of Work attached hereto as Exhibit C.

C. “Terminal” means Blount Island Marine Terminal, Jacksonville, Florida.

II. SERVICES. Jaxport hereby engages JSO and JSO hereby accepts engagement
for the purpose of providing the Services at the Terminal as described in and according to the
provisions of the statement of work attached hereto as Exhibit C and made a part hereof (the
“Statement of Work™).

II.  TERM: This Agreement shall be effective June 1, 2009 and shall remain in full
force and effect through September 30, 2011.

IV.  PERIODS OF SERVICE: The Services shall be provided, per the schedule in
effect at any point in time, up to a twenty-four (24) hour basis, up to seven (7) days per week and
up to 365 days per year.

V. CHARGES FOR SERVICES: Hourly rates for Services and travel time to the
Terminal shall be billed according to the rates outlined in Exhibit A attached hereto. Portions of
hours shall be billed as one full hour and call-in personnel that are in addition to the established
scheduled personnel shall be billed for a minimum of four (4) hours per call-in.

VI.  NUMBER OF POLICE OFFICERS: JSO shall provide up to a maximum of
eighteen (18) Police Officers and two (2) Supervisors during any one hour period under this
Agreement, provided that: '
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A. The schedule for the Police Officers has been established according to the
scheduling provisions set out in Section VIII below; and

B. JSO shall not be required to provide the scheduled number of Police
Officers and Supervisors if a National Emergency, Weather Emergency or other such
extreme condition (an “Emergency Condition™) has been declared by an authority so
empowered to do so, and such Emergency Condition is of the sort that JSO is required by
law or function to respond to.

In the event that JAXPORT requires more than eighteen (18) Police Officers in any
scheduled period, JSO will use its best efforts to provide such additional numbers of Police
Officers as may be requested.

VII. EQUIPMENT AND SUPPORT: Police Officers and Supervisors shall be
appropriately armed and equipped according to the policies and procedures of JSO. Support and
direction for the Police Officers and Supervisors on location shall be provided by JSO through its
normal command structure and procedures.

VIII. SCHEDULES: JAXPORT shall provide JSO with a rolling schedule of its need
for Police Officers and Supervisors according to the following structure:

A. A preliminary schedule for Police Officers and Supervisors shall be
provided by JAXPORT every thirty (30) days on the first business day of each month.
The schedule will cover the subsequent sixty (60) day period with the number of Police
Officers and Supervisors required each hour of each day in the sixty (60) day window.

B. A firm schedule for Police Officers and Supervisors shall be provided
every thirty (30) days on or before the 2™ Wednesday of each month. This firm schedule
will cover the needs for Police Officers and Supervisors for each hour of the subsequent
thirty (30) day period.

C. In the event JAXPORT does not provide the schedules according to
paragraphs VIII.LA and VIIL.B, JSO shall use its best efforts to provide Police Officers
and Supervisors as may be requested at any point in time but shall be under no obligation
to do so.

IX. INVOICING AND PAYMENT: JSO shall invoice JAXPORT monthly for
services provided in the preceding calendar month. Payment from JAXPORT is due and payable
immediately upon receipt.

X. INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION: Subject to the provisions and
limitations of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, each party shall indemnify and hold harmless the
other party from any damages, liabilities, costs and expenses caused by the indemnifying party,
its employees’ or agents’ negligent acts or omissions in the performance of this Agreement.
Nothing contained in this paragraph shall be, or construed as being, a further waiver of either
party's sovereign immunity beyond the limited legislative waiver thereof in Section 768.28,
Florida Statutes.
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Xl.  GENERAL TERMS: This Agreement outlines the entire agreement between the
parties. Any amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and executed by both parties. If
any provision of this Agreement is deemed to be in conflict with any law, the remaining
provisions shall remain in full force and effect. Contacts under this Agreement are identified

STATEMENT OF WORK

PREFACE

The Jacksonville Port Authority’s (“Jaxport”} tenant, the Military Traffic Management
Command (“MTMC”) also known as the U.S. Army’s 832™ Transportation Battalion and
Surface Deployment and Distribution Command (“SDDC”), requests armed security services
from Jacksonville Sheriffs Office (“JSO”) during military cargo deployments occurring at the
Blount Island Marine Terminal (the “Terminal™). JSO services will be ordered by JAXPORT —
Blount Island Operations personnel in conjunction with the SDDC’s security requirements.

The MTMC has very specific requirements of law enforcement officers while on duty. The
MTMC will provide an official log book that will be maintained by each armed security officer
while on post during their tour of duty. The MTMC representative will review all entries made
by the armed security officers. The MTMC reserves the right to perform or assist in the
performance of any tasks described in this document when mission requirements so dictate.

SCOPE OF WORK

U.S. Army specific functions include: challenging all personnel approaching the security post
and positively identifying every person, ensuring each individual has been authorized or has been
given access to proceed past their post. “Exercise” badge will suffice as entry to any designated
post. The SDDC’s Force Protection Officer will be contacted for any person without proper
identification. During AMMO operations, JSO shall escort ammunition trucks from the railway
to vessel berth. JSO shall make appropriate entry into a duty log book and annotate all incidents
not covered under the Standard Operational Procedure (see below). JSO shall follow contingency
plans as directed by the Force Protection Officer.

JSO personnel shall be required to utilize and manage government provided equipment to
include, but not limited to: hand held Motorola Handie-Talkie radio and log books.

MANNING REQUIREMENTS

In times of slow operational tempo (i.e. less than 1000 pieces of military cargo on the
commercial side of Blount Island and no vessel on berth), three police officers and one
supervisor will be on duty at all times. These four personnel are the minimum requirement while
foreign military operations continue. Each person on duty shall be equipped with a weapon and
a patrol vehicle. Each person shall be armed with a side arm of the same caliber, preferably 9mm
or 40 caliber, semi-automatic pistol with no less than 30 rounds of ball ammunition in his/her
possession. Patrol vehicles shall be in good working condition, have code lights, siren, public
address system, and visible markings that depict the law enforcement agency. JSO shall
provide sufficient personnel to ensure ample Police Officers and Supervisors based on a
two week ship arrival forecast. The two week forecast requirement will be determined at a
bi-weekly meeting between the SDDC Force Protection Officer and a JAXPORT and JSO
representative. Increased security requirements will be identified at this time. JSO agrees
to have the ability to emplace up to 18 police officers and two supervisors based on Force
Protection level requirements and vessel/cargo arrival (i.e. a mass deployment or re-
deployment of division and corps assets). JSO will use its best efforts to emplace Police
Officers and Supervisors on a twenty-four hour basis upon short notice for any sensitive or
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hazardous cargo that unexpectedly arrives at JAXPORT. JSO agrees to a three-day
flexibility schedule where manpower can be increased or reduced based on cargo arrival
and port clearance (i.e. vessel delay equals decrease, early vessel arrival equals increase).

JSO shall assign an armed security officer to designated posts determined by the SDDC
Force Protection Officer. An additional armed security officer shall be assigned as a roving
supervisor.

JSO is responsible to ensure that each security officer is qualified with the weapon with which
he/she is armed and must have fired that weapon within six months of standing duty.

Prior to each shift, JSO will obtain radios and access rosters from the Force Protection Officer.
JSO will be briefed as to any special orders or matters which might be of concern.

JSO will notify the Force Protection Officer in any case not covered above and of MTMC
interest.

HOURS AND LEVEL OF SUPPORT

Twenty-four hour support is required in twelve hour shifts. Shifts shall begin at 7:00 a.m. and
7:00 p.m. respectively and continue until relieved by the incoming Police Officers and/or
Supervisor(s).

CONTINGENCY OPERATION SUPPORT

JSO will be provided with an emergency evacuation route diagram. JSO shall be responsible for
training and educating its personnel on how to assist emergency response personnel in
evacuating the Terminal in case of a mishap.

JSO shall properly document all incident/problems incurred during its tour of duty.

STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES
The Force Protection Officer shall provide a Standard Operational Procedure to be used in
accordance with this Statement of Work.
