RESOLUTION 2009-713
A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S APPOINTMENT OF CHARLES SPENCER TO THE JACKSONVILE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 55, ORDINANCE CODE, AS A DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENT FOR A PARTIAL TERM TO EXPIRE NOVEMBER 30, 2010; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, by Resolution 2008-729-A the Council appointed Bursey Armstrong as a member to the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission for a term to expire November 30, 2010, this was a 2-year initial term to create a stagger; and



WHEREAS, Mr. Armstrong is being appointed to a full term to fill the position as a banking industry vacated by Mr. A.D. Roberts; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Armstrong’s current seat term expires on November 30, 2010 and by realignment into the banking position a commission seat, this leaves the former seat for an unexpired term to expire November 30, 2010 available; and

WHEREAS, the Council, at the recommendation of the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission finds that a transition of having Mr. Armstrong serve as the banking member on the Commission serves the public’s interest; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Charles Spencer to the Jacksonvile Housing and Community Development Commission, pursuant to Chapter 55, Ordinance Code, as a Duval County Resident for a partial term to expire November 30, 2010;  


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
