Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Daniel W. O’Connor as a member of the Jacksonville Human Rights Commission, filling the slot formerly held by Francine Parfitt, for a partial term ending December 31, 2010, followed by a first full three-year term ending December 31, 2013.
Background Information: Section 60.101, Ordinance Code, provides that the 20 members of the Jacksonville Human Rights Commission shall be appointed by the Mayor subject to confirmation by the Council and shall reside or be employed in the City for their entire term.  Mr. O’Connor received a master’s degree in mental health counseling from the University of North Florida and is a Senior Rehabilitation Specialist with the Division of Blind Services.  He currently serves on the Duval County Election Advisory Panel.  Mr. O’Connor resides in the Alderman Park area within Council District #1.
NOTE: This bill may need to be amended to correct the spelling of the appointee’s last name to O’Connor.
