A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING THE 100TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE FLORIDA 4-H AND YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM; COMMENDING IT FOR HELPING THE YOUTH OF DUVAL COUNTY AND THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEVELOP A LOVE FOR LIFELONG LEARNING, LEADERSHIP SKILLS, AND SELF-CONFIDENCE, AND FOR THE CONTRIBUTIONS IT HAS MADE AND IS MAKING THROUGH THE DEDICATED EFFORTS OF THE FLORIDA COOPERATIVE EXTENSION EMPLOYEES AND THE THOUSANDS OF ADULT AND TEEN VOLUNTEERS WHO GIVE THEIR TIME AND ENERGY TO MAKE THE FLORIDA 4-H YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM AN EXCEPTIONAL PROGRAM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Duval County and the Florida 4-H youth development program have ushered in “A Century of Youth Success,” where 4-H  has provided a world in which youth and adults learn, grow and work together as catalysts for positive change; and

     WHEREAS, youth development has occurred in Duval County through traditional 4-H youth development clubs and through school enrichment programs throughout its history; and

     WHEREAS, the Florida 4-H youth development program resident camps, Camp Ocala, Camp Timpoochee, Camp Cloverleaf, and Camp Cherry Lake, have enriched the lives of many campers, families and organizations that have experienced these facilities; and

     WHEREAS, the Florida 4-H youth development program is the youth development program of the Florida Cooperative Extension system, housed out of the University of Florida’s Institute of Food and Agricultural Sciences Extension, and is one of the largest youth development organizations in Florida based on scientifically backed research; and

     WHEREAS, in 2008, over 23,000 Duval County youth and over 234,000 youth from across the state participated in Florida 4-H youth development program activities; and

     WHEREAS, throughout its 100 year history, the Florida 4-H youth development program has reached more than 1 million girls and boys with educational and developmental programs that have contributed significantly to the quality of life for these young people and their families; now therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. The City of Jacksonville does hereby recognize the 100th Anniversary of the Florida 4-H youth development program; and commends it for helping the youth of Duval County and the State of Florida develop a love for lifelong learning, leadership skills, and self-confidence; and for the contributions it has made and is making through the dedicated efforts of the Florida Cooperative Extension employees and the thousands of adult and teen volunteers who give their time and energy to make the Florida 4-H youth development program truly a great organization.
