PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To appropriate $733,164 in grant funding, plus interest earnings thereon, from the U.S. Department of Justice/Bureau of Justice Assistance to implement and administer the following crime prevention and education programs designed to reduce crime and improve public safety. These programs serve the residents of Jacksonville/Duval County in enhancing safety and security, and providing opportunities for adult ex-offenders, victims of crime, prevention and education, drug treatment and enforcement, and community law enforcement.


Recreation and Community Services Department operated program:

1. Behavioral & Human Services Division, Victim Services Center -- Intimate Violence Enhanced  
     Services (InVEST) ($32,851)
    To provide quality, comprehensive services to crime victims/survivors, and their significant others,  
     throughout Jacksonville/Duval County and to reduce victims’ trauma and facilitate their recovery from  
     the impact of victimization, while advocating for their welfare and rights to fair treatment.
Contracted Agencies:
2. Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc. – Student Enrichment Career Development ($131,979)          
    To prevent program-eligible students from dropping out of school and to ensure higher graduation  
    rates at two local career academies and one targeted skill center high school.  The ultimate objective  
    is to ensure that students enrolled in the program graduate with a marketable skill or with a plan to 
    attend post-secondary school.
     
3.  Court Administration -- Dependency Drug Court ($4,415.00)
To assist parents in gaining long term sobriety while working a 12 step program with the goal of   
     reuniting parents and children as soon as long term sobriety has been established.  To intervene with  
     intensive substance abuse treatment, legal accountability, and ancillary services needed to ensure   
     lifestyle change.
4.  Family Nurturing Center (FNC) -- Safe Swaps ($48,367)

The Family Nurturing Center provides a nurturing environment for families impacted by divorce, custody battles, and domestic violence, and keeps children safe during these difficult times while helping parents foster positive relationships with their children. Provide accessible, structured, safe exchange services to children and families designed to reduce violence and increase positive outcomes for children.

5.  Gateway Community Service -- Juvenile Assessment Center ($65,230)
     Gateway will increase staff at the JAC to increase the hours of availability for the assessment, 
    changing to an evidence-based assessment, the GAIN –Q and integrating assessment services with 
    case management using motivational interviewing. The JAC provides Substance Abuse (SA)/Mental  
    Health (MH) Assessments to juveniles who show risk for substance abuse or mental health problems on 
    the PACT and/or due to their charges. The assessments are provided to the Department of Juvenile 
    Justice (DJJ) to enable them to make informed dispositions in juvenile offenses. It serves to identify MH      
    and SA problems early in an adolescent’s criminal behavior, refer for treatment and prevent them from  
    going deeper in the Criminal Justice system and committing more severe criminal offenses.


6. Jacksonville Area Legal Aid, Inc -- Business Opportunities for Ex-Offenders ($188,690)

Assist ex-offenders in developing their own business for self-employment.  The attorneys will guide them through the process and assist with all legal issues and all activities needed to start a business and where appropriate, including finding capital. It is expected that JALA will partner with other non-profits to provide additional skills and/or educational needs for each client such as skills training and micro-loan assistance.

7. 
Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. -- The Azalea Project ($44,425)
                
The 50 substance-involved participants served under this proposal will be court-ordered or 
                
referred by other community agencies and treatment providers.  JAG funding will enable the  
                
Azalea Project to meet an identified population need, enhancing the current system of care and   
                   directly impacting criminal activity and other risk-taking behavior by this high-risk group.
8.   Northside Community Involvement -- Working to Improve Neighborhoods ($37,500)

The W.I.N (Working to Improve Neighborhoods) program is a program designed to encourage crime prevention and youth empowerment within underprivileged communities.  It includes, as one dynamic, a youth-night basketball program. WIN uses organized recreational activities such as basketball as a tool to promote positive social change that leads Jacksonville’s underprivileged youth toward responsible citizenship.

Managed Access to Child Health, Inc-Care Coordination at the Juvenile Assessment Center ($70,000)
Develop a system of care to ensure youth coming through the Juvenile Assessment  Center who are at risk for mental and behavioral health conditions, receive follow up assessment and treatment services.  To increase the number of youth at-risk for mental and behavioral health conditions at the Juvenile Assessment Center (JAC) who receive diagnostic and treatment services.

10. State Attorney’s Office -- Community Prosecution Unit ($109,707)

The Community Prosecution Unit’s focus will be two-fold:  crime prevention and aggressive prosecution of misdemeanor and ordinance violations, where appropriate.  The CPU will address such issues creatively as they arise, lessening the opportunity for problems to worsen over time. The Unit staff will problem solve while working daily within their assigned zone to build relationships and develop alternative methods of managing and eliminating community-identified problems.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER:
The 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program will provide the Recreation and Community Services Department $733,164 in criminal justice funding made available to Duval County from the U. S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance.  
The Recreation and Community Services Department will directly implement $32,851 of the criminal justice funding by continuing the programmatic operations of the InVEST (Intimate Violence Enhanced Services) Program.  In addition, the Recreation and Community Services Department will administer $700,313 in grant funding to support nine crime prevention and education programs via nine subcontracts:  1. contract with Communities In Schools, Inc. ($131,979) relative to the Student Enrichment Career Development Program, 2. contract with Court Administration ($4,415) for Dependency Drug Court, 3. contract with Family Nurturing Center ($48,367) for their Safe Swaps Program, 4. contract with Gateway Community Services ($65,230) to provide assessments at the Juvenile Assessment Center, 5. contract with Jacksonville Area Legal Aide, Inc. ($188,690) Business Opportunities for Ex-Offenders, 6. NE Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. ($44,425) The Azalea Project, 7. contract with Northside Community Involvement ($37,500) Working to Improve Neighborhoods-Night Basketball, 8. contract with Managed Access to Child Health, Inc. ($70,000) Care Coordination at the Juvenile Assessment Center, 9. State Attorney’s ($109,707) Community Prosecution Unit
