FOR THE AZALEA PROJECT; (8) $37,500 BY CONTRACT WITH NORTHSIDE COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT, INC. FOR WORKING TO IMPROVE NEIGHBORHOODS – NIGHT BASKETBALL; (9) $70,000 BY CONTRACT WITH MANAGED ACCESS TO CHILD HEALTH, INC. FOR CARE COORDINATION AT THE JUVENILE ASSESSMENT CENTER; AND, (10) $109,707 BY CONTRACT WITH THE STATE ATTORNEY’S COMMUNITY PROSECUTION UNIT, ALL AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-171; providing a carryover of funds to FUTURE fiscal years; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute all agreements and other documents necessary to receive the grant funds described herein; approving position, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 09-446; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES OR ITS SUCCESSOR; providing an effective date.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding awarded by the U. S. Department of Justice through the Bureau of Justice Assistance pursuant to the 2009 Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program to the following crime prevention and education programs: (1) $32,851 to the Behavioral & Human Services Division, Victim Services Center, to continue the programmatic operations of the InVEST (Intimate Violence Enhanced Services) Program; (2) $131,979 by contract with Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc. for the Student Enrichment Career Development Program; (3) $4,415 by contract with Court Administration for Dependency Drug Court; (4) $48,367 by contract with Family Nurturing Center of Florida, Inc. for the Safe Swaps Program; (5) $65,230 by contract with Gateway Community Services, Inc. to provide assessments at the Juvenile Assessment Center; (6) $188,690 by contract with Jacksonville Area Legal Aide, Inc. for Business Opportunities for Ex-Offenders; (7) $44,425 by contract with Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. for the Azalea Project; (8) $37,500 by contract with Northside Community Involvement, Inc. for Working to Improve Neighborhoods – Night Basketball; (9) $70,000 by contract with Managed Access to Child Health, Inc. for Care Coordination at the Juvenile Assessment Center; and, (10) $109,707 by contract with the State Attorney’s Community Prosecution Unit.  The City-sponsored programs and the programs subcontracted with non-profit agencies are designed and intended to reduce crime and improve public safety.  These programs serve violent and non-violent criminals, prevent crime, and provide opportunities to adult and juvenile offenders.  Funding was authorized beginning October 1, 2008, and will expire on September 30, 2012.  A copy of the Bureau of Justice Assistance Grant is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Authorization to Sign Contracts.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

Authorization of Position.  There is hereby authorized the position more fully described in R.C. 09-446, attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
Section 6.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services, or its successor, shall oversee the projects described herein.
Section 7.
