Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $48,000 in U.S. Department of Education Grant Funds for the Improvement of Education Grant Program to be used to hire one social worker for the Jacksonville Journey Out of School Suspension Center Programs for the 2010 Fiscal Year, for the grant period from July 28, 2009 to September 30, 2010, as initiated by B.T. 09-__; approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver documents and to take further action to implement the purpose of this legislation.  Provides for City oversight by the Office of the Mayor in coordination with the Jacksonville Children’s Commission. Requests emergency action. The grant period for this funded position is from July 28, 2009 to September 30, 2010.  The nature of the emergency is that the grant funds must be appropriated prior to October 1, 2009.
Background:  There are five school suspension centers.  The sites are: St. Paul Missionary Baptist Church; Southside Middle School; The Beaches Boys & Girls Club; Peterson Academy on the Westside; The B.R.I.D.G.E.

If the student attends every day and does the class work provided, his suspension is recorded as excused absences, reducing the students’ risk of failure.
