BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Improvement of Education Grant Program to be used to hire four teachers and one social worker and to purchase consumable office supplies for the Jacksonville Journey Out of School Suspension Center programs for the 2010 fiscal year.  The grant period is from July 28, 2009 to September 30, 2010.  A copy of the award contract is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

Approval and Authorization.  There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

Oversight.

The Office of the Mayor, in coordination with the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, shall oversee the project described herein.

Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that the grant funds must be appropriated prior to October 1, 2009.
