Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $3,016,863 from the United States Dept. of Justice to the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds to future fiscal years.  Authorization is given for the Mayor, or designee, and Corporation Secretary to execute necessary documents and agreements, and to take further action to effectuate the purposes of this ordinance.  Positions are authorized, and the Dept. of Recreation and Community Services is required to oversee the projects.  Emergency passage is requested, as the grant funds must be appropriated prior to October 1, 2009.
Background Information:  Funds are to be used for Jacksonville Journey programs as follows:  $301,686-Recreation and Community Services administrative award; $800,000-Jacksonville Reentry Ex-Offender Center; $328,236-Juvenile Assessment Center; $321,600-Youth Crisis Center; $125,391-Jacksonville Legal Aid Ex-Offender Employment Program; $349,609-Operation New Hope Ex-Offender Employment Program; $210,000-Clara White Mission Ex-Offender Training Program; $528,000-WorkSource Ex-Offender Training Program; and, $52,341-Jacksonville Children’s Commission Out-of-School Suspension Center Program.  The grant period is from March 1, 2009, to February 28, 2013, and the approved positions are for a Project Manager/SPE and an Accountant/SPE.  Funding is from the FY 2009 Recovery Act Justice Assistance Grant Program.
