Section 1.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding awarded by the U. S. Department of Justice to the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program to be used for Jacksonville Journey programs.   The grant period is from March 1, 2009 to February 28, 2013.
