Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates a $1,200,000 United States Dept. of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance, Congressionally Selected Grant Award to provide funding for Jacksonville Journey Team-Up programs and Summer Camp Site slots in fiscal year 2010.  Authorization is given for the Mayor, or designee, and Corporation Secretary to execute necessary documents and to take further action to effectuate the purposes of this ordinance.  The Office of the Mayor, in coordination with the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, is required to oversee the project.  Positions are authorized.  Emergency passage is requested, as the grant funds must be appropriated prior to October 1, 2009.
Background Information:  The grant period is from October 1, 2009, to September 30, 2010.  The authorized positions include a Project Manager/SPE, an Accountant/SPE, 7 Resource Specialists/SPE, and 2 Clerical Support Aides III/SPE.
