The City of Jacksonville was saddened by the sudden death of Nam Kinh Huynh, P.E., Manager of the Water Quality Branch of the Environmental Quality Division, Environmental and Compliance Department, on July 31, 2009; and

born in Vietnam in 1954, Nam came to the United States in 1975 as a refugee avoiding persecution as the forces of Communist North Vietnam approached his homeland; and

WHEREAS,
first settling in Maine, Nam received a Bachelor of Arts degree in engineering at the University of Maine and subsequently moved to New Haven, Connecticut where he earned his Masters in Mechanical Engineering at the University of New Haven; and
WHEREAS,
in 1986, Nam migrated to Fernandina Beach, Florida where he met and married his wife, Kim Dung, and began raising a family of three daughters; and
WHEREAS,
resettling in Jacksonville in 1990, Nam took a position with the City of Jacksonville and in 1991 became manager of the Water Quality Branch; and
WHEREAS,
through dedication, knowledge and leadership, Nam was instrumental in compliance, permitting, and monitoring activities that protected the quality of the St. Johns River and its tributaries; and

WHEREAS,
both Nam and his wife, Kim, became very involved in humanitarian undertakings particularly with the Vietnamese community of Jacksonville and the active Vietnamese community of  Christ the King Catholic Church, being awarded the “2008 Outstanding Business Award for Humanitarian Services” by the Mayor’s Asian-American Advisory Board; and 

WHEREAS,
through his  considerable generosity and  enduring service to the Vietnamese community to improve the lives and culture of the Vietnamese in Jacksonville, Nam Kinh Huynh truly epitomized the essence of giving back and the City mourns his untimely loss and extends its condolences to his family;  now therefore
