AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 12.56( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9 AT 2179 emerson street BETWEEN freeman road and st. augustine road (R.E. NOs. 126635-0000 & 126035-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY edward robinson, sr., FROM rmd-a (residential medium density-a), IBP (industrial business park) and ccg-2 (commercial community/general-2) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit church and related uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE southside church of god in christ PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Edward Robinson, Sr., the owner of approximately 12.56( acres located in Council District 9 at 2179 Emerson Street between Freeman Road and St. Augustine Road (R.E. No. 126635-0000 & 126035-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A), IBP (Industrial Business Park) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RMD-A (Residential Medium Density-A), IBP (Industrial Business Park) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated November 19, 2001 and written description dated August 24, 2004 for the Southside Church of God in Christ PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit church and related uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated October 6, 2009, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
Access through Drew Street shall be prohibited.

The Southside Church of God In Christ, Inc., purposes to develop
the remaining land according to the attached site plan.
Currently, the south central portion of the site near Emerson
Street has been improved with a 20,255 facility, which is being
used for church and day care. Since the property has various
zoning district (CGC/CCG-2, IPB-1, and RMD-A) it’s necessary to
request a zoning change to accommodate future development.

The site is comprised of approximately 12.56 acres,REH#126635-
0000 and RE#126035-0000) of which approximately 3.5 acres are
jurisdictional wetlands/swamp determined by St. Johns River
Water Management District; 2.0 acres improved/facilities and
parking and 1.25 improved with drainage, curbs, gutters, lights
and retention pond for future development and 5.82 acres
unimproved.

The site is surrounded mainly by residential and multifamily
units. Commercial and industrial buildings are along Emerson
St,; St. Augustine Rd, Hendricks Ave and Phillips Hwy. The
rezoning of the current districts to PUD will not adversely
affect or have a negative impact on the surrounding businesses.
However, the PUD will provide a positive enhancement to the
community at large. The proposed development is consistent with
FLUM and the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Landscaping

Landscaping will meet Part 6 requirements, however, may vary
within the PUD for improved site design. This includes
conforming to the Jacksonville Landscape and Tree Protection
Ordinance.

D. Recreational and open space:

The current facility will be converted {(in the future)to an
gymnasium for public/community use. Students attending the
educational facility will also have access to the gym. However,
the educational building and day care center will also have its
own playground as permitted according to the site plans.

F. Utilities

Water, electric and sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.
Lighting shall be designed to localize illumination onto the
property and to minimize unreasonable interference or impact on
any residential zoning districts outside of the PUD.

G. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state, and
federal requirements.

IV. Justification for PUD

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and
intent of the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and
Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to
the surrounding neighborhood and community. The proposed project
is more efficient with a PUD zoning than the multiple districts
currently assigned. The project will also be compatible with
surrounding land uses and improve its overall characteristics.

V. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA:

a. According to the FLUM and the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, the
proposed development and land use are consistent.
