Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $56,000 in federal funds awarded by the U.S. Department of Justice, with no local match, to provide funding for the inspection and correction of deficiencies in eight locations in order to make emergency communications in Jacksonville more resilient to power fluctuations, as initiated by B.T. 10-008.
Background:  Emergency communications in Jacksonville is reliant on electrical power, making it susceptible to fluctuation in power supplies. JSO proactively inspect and identify vulnerabilities in the system, identifying vulnerabilities in power conditioning, lighting protection, electrical power faults, failure or surges to reduce lightening damage at Public Safety Communications facilities.  It is imperative that the 911 Center continue to operate under any and all circumstances.  The eight sites that will be inspected with the funds appropriated by this legislation are located throughout the City.
