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ORDINANCE 2009-763-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING, A PORTION OF THE NEW BERLIN ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF NEW BERLIN ROAD AND STATE ROAD 9A, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, TRANSFERRED TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FROM THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY ON SEPTEMBER 12, 1990, VIA A QUIT CLAIM DEED OF DEDICATION RECORDED IN OR 7396-504 OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, AT THE REQUEST OF THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY (“JPA”); DECLARING SAID PORTION OF THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO CONVEY SAID PORTION OF THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY TO THE JPA AT NO COST; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE OF SAID PORTION OF THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY TO THE JPA AT NO COST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of New Berlin Road right-of-way near the intersection of New Berlin Road and State Road 9A, in Council District 11, transferred to the City of Jacksonville from the Jacksonville Transportation Authority on September 12, 1990, via a Quit Claim Deed of Dedication recorded in OR 7396-504 of the public records of Duval County, Florida, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of the Jacksonville Port Authority (“JPA”).


Section 2.

Declaration of Surplus.

The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property, the closed and abandoned New Berlin Road right-of-way, in Council District 11, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (the “Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills) is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. 

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to convey the Subject Property to the JPA at no cost. No closure application fee has been paid as JPA is an agency exempt from paying the application fee under Section 744.105, Ordinance Code.  This request was routed to government agencies and any objections have been resolved.

Section 4.

Waiver of Section 122.422, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.422, (Sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action) of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, is hereby waived, so as to allow conveyance of the Subject Property to the JPA at no cost. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Property to the JPA at no cost.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
