SPONSOR (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member): Recreation & Community Svcs. Dept
PURPOSE/SUMMARY:  

Initiate legislation authorizing the City of Jacksonville to enter into a grant agreement with the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP), and the Public Trust Environmental Legal Institute of Florida (PTELI) for funding the Florida Sea Islands Paddling Trail.  The ordinance will authorize the city’s contribution for a total of $5,850; of which $5,200 is funding procurement of signs and brochures, and $650 is in-kind services.   The city will not be receiving any of the grant funds or conducting grant administration.  The city is agreeing to partner in this grant through its contribution pf purchasing signs and brochures for use along the paddling trail.   The legislation should authorize the Mayor, or his designee, and the corporate secretary to execute and deliver documents and take further action to complete the grant contract agreement and payment of the city’s grant contribution.
