RESOLUTION 2009-810-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE CONGREGATION OF RESURRECTION CATHOLIC CHURCH ON THE OCCASION OF THE PARISH’S 50TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Resurrection Catholic Church was established by the Diocese of St. Augustine in 1959 at the end of a decade of rapid growth in the Arlington area resulting from the opening of the Mathews Bridge and Arlington Expressway in the early years of the 1950s; and


WHEREAS, the parish held services for several years in Swisher Auditorium on the campus of Jacksonville University under the leadership of founding pastor Fr. James Gloekler and then Fr. Matthew Connolly before building the first building, a combined church and elementary school, on the church’s campus at the corner of University Boulevard and Jack Road in 1963; and


WHEREAS, the current church building was dedicated by Bishop Paul Tanner in 1979 and serves a parish of approximately 900 families in the “Old Arlington” area; and 


WHEREAS, throughout its history, Resurrection Catholic Church has been pastored by some of the Diocese of St. Augustine’s finest priests, including Monsignor Eugene Kohls, Fr. Dan Cody, Monsignor Vincent Haut, Fr. James Heslin, Fr. Tom Cody and the current pastor, Fr. Jason Trull; and


WHEREAS, Resurrection Catholic Church has been an anchor institution in the Arlington community, and its elementary school, scout troops, youth groups, women’s guilds, men’s club, St. Vincent DePaul Society, social outreach ministry, and other organizations and individual parishioners have contributed immeasurably to the health and vitality of the Arlington area for 50 years; and


WHEREAS, as the parish celebrates its 50th anniversary, the City wishes to extend its congratulations for the church’s many contributions and good wishes for future success; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the parishioners of Resurrection Catholic Church in Arlington on the occasion of the parish’s 50th anniversary, and extends its very best wishes for future growth and success.

Section 2.
